Buddhist knowledge, some experts show that Buddhist epistemology finds its first
and perhaps the most elaborate expression, containing one distinctive term, anubhava,
for the concept of “experience” and several terms that closely approximate the concept
of “reason.” For instance, tarka capture the notion of speculative or logical inquiry,
nyaya stands for the notion of rule or method for investigating objects by reliable means;
yukti for the notion of ground, proof, or motive, or for something that is right, fit, or
appropriate; and hetu for the notion of means by which what was hitherto unproved is

now proven.
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From this cursory terminological survey, one may hastily conclude that, whereas
the epistemic notion of experience is universal, reason and the corresponding notion of
rationality (with their roots in the Latin Ratio, which conveys the sense of “reckoning” or
“giving an account of judgment,” In the epistemological framework, there are three main
examples or conditions of epistemology such as truth, belief, and justification.

In addition to this point, Buddhism, Knowledge, and Liberation assess the common
Buddhist idea that knowledge of the three characteristics of existence (Impermanence,
non-self, and suffering) is the key to liberation. It argues that this claim must be seen

in the context of the Buddhist path and training as a whole.

Source of Buddhist Epistemology

There are a lot of Buddhist scholars talking about this epistemology, but in this
review showing some Buddhist theorists raised on this, such as Vasubandhu initially ap-
propriate these tools, but Dignaga first employs them in a manner that reflects all the
issues addressed by later Buddhist epistemologists. the sources of knowledge come from
many kinds of sources such as principles, sense-data, learning, listening, examination, and
so on, In accordance with Theravada Buddhist epistemology, the sources of knowledge
are concluded into three kinds: knowledge based on learning and (1) listening (suta may
apanna), (2) knowledge based on thinking (cinta maya panfa) and (3) knowledge based
on doing and developing (bhavana maya panna) and this sources depended on
six-sense-bases’ denotes an internal sense organ which interacts with sense objects that
include sense impressions’, feelings, perceptions and volition (Keo, 2018)

The Buddha’s view of the spiritual path, On the other hand, is traditionally
described as a middle way between the extremes of self-indulgence and self-mortification,
the Buddha’s epistemology can be interpreted as a middle way between the extremes
of dogmatism and skepticism.

Epistemologically speaking, Brahmanism emphasized the triple knowledge of the
Vedas, and dogmatic faith in their content: “In regard to the ancient Brahmanic hymns
that have come down through oral transmission and in the scriptural collections,

the Brahmins come to the definite conclusion: ‘only this is true, anything else is wrong’.

The contemplative experiences are of two main types: meditative absorptions
or abstractions (jnana), and higher or direct knowledge (abhiffna). There are six classes
of higher or direct knowledge: the first one refers to a variety of supernatural powers
including levitation and walking on water; in this sense, it is better understood as a know-how
type of knowledge. The second higher knowledge is literally called “divine ear element”
or clairaudience. The third higher knowledge is usually translated as telepathy, though
it means simply the ability to know the underlying mental state of others, not the reading
of their minds and thoughts.

The next three types of higher knowledge are especially important because they
were experienced by the Buddha on the night of his enlishtenment, and because they
are the Buddhist counterparts to the triple knowledge of the Vedas. The fourth higher
knowledge is retrocognition or knowledge of past lives, which entails a direct experience
of the process of rebirth. The fifth is the divine eye or clairvoyance; that is, direct experience
of the process of karma, or as the texts put it, the passing away and reappearing of
beings in accordance with their past actions. The sixth is knowledge of the destruction
of taints, which implies experiential knowledge of the four noble truths and the process
of liberation.

Some scholars have interpreted the Buddha’s emphasis on direct experience and
the verifiable nature of the Buddhist faith as a form of radical empiricism, and logical
empiricism (K.N.Jayatilleke, 1963)

The source of knowledge, according to Buddha-Dhamma, received by way of a
cognitive process is fourfold:

1. The “Seen”, this way based on the object that can see or touchable, allowing
one to gain knowledge through seeing or watching.

2. The “Heard”, sound will become the most important to receive knowledge
from hearing.

3. The “Experienced” for example, taste or odor, and tangible objects to obtain
a piece of knowledge.

4. The “Realized”, is relevant to the mind object, in terms of all everything known
by way of the mind (Payutto P., 2017)
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Applied Buddhist Knowledge in Contextual Meaning

In the real context of society, Buddhist epistemology can apply to all daily life
activities such as social observation, and social connectivity, and also the political platform
is a part of epistemology as well.

To reach this cognitive process in the societal application, on the other hand,
the Buddha taught that they could conduct insigsht meditation to improve knowledge
(epistemology). According to the Buddhist theory, found that there are three points to
get more knowledge such as learning by admiral friends, listening, and cultivating.
But conducted internal insight is the most important way to reach the highest wisdom
of all who practice in conformity of right meditation in daily life, no longer will reach the
aim of responding.

The purpose of this study was to investigate symptoms, causes, and treatment
of Lom disease in Elderly that appeared In Thai Traditional Medicine (TTM) Textbooks.
It is qualitative research by reviewing TTM textbooks and focus group discussion.
Then, the data were analyzed for validation and settled as a guideline for teaching and
learning in School of Traditional and Alternative Medicine (STAM), Chiang Rai Rajabhat

University.

The results found that there were 5 symptoms of Lom disease in elderly as follows;
1) feel feverish, 2) dizziness, 3) chest tightness, 4) flatulence, and 5) sweating abnormal.
These symptoms were related with climate change, especially before raining. Moreover,
treatment guidelines in TTM textbooks had 2 guidelines including; 1) pharmacological
therapeutics by using herbal formula such as Yahom Nawakoth, Yahom Thepajit etc.
for excessive wind elimination in the body, and 2) manus therapeutics for management
of wind and blood circulation in Kalataree line by covering arms, legs, flanks, back, shoulder,
neck-head and abdomen. These treatments could manage wind and blood circulation
into normal state and prevented illness. In conclusion, the results showed that TTM
textbooks were appeared the knowledge and treatment guidelines of Lom disease
in elderly by pharmacological therapeutics and manus therapeutics. These data could

be applied and used in teaching and learning about treatment disease for TTM students.

A group of specific data providers is the safety agriculture enterprise group, Santisuk
District, Nan Province, which plays role in the economic development, and foundations
of Buddhist agriculture, Santisuk District, for enhancing agricultural product level, Santisuk
District, Nan Province. They have 5 groups and have 10 members per group, a total of
50 people, including commmunity leaders, agriculturist representatives, monk representatives,

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The result of this research found out, the foundation economic system, of Santisuk
District, Nan Province, has created groups, consisting of a vegetable planting group, a fruit
planting group, a handcraft group herbal tea group, and a group of charcoal briquettes
from corn cob. By establishing groups and funds for agriculturists to be self-reliant,
such as savings groups, cooperative preparation groups, and transformation groups
(community enterprise), the market development of products in the community, the
development of clean villages with strong communities, and supporting activities to
preserve culture and local wisdom. An important mechanic in driving sustainable product
development is human development. So, the process of development has 2 factors, the
action factor, and the support factor. Which support factor consist of societies,
technologies, and natural resources as a based component in supporting the action
factor could work efficiently, by cooperating with specialized research agencies,
agricultural product transformation technologies testing, the better quality of product
development, until the development of new products from agricultural products.

Finally, providing support in transferring skills and knowledge in all aspects to agriculturists.

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Abstract

The primary objectives of this study were 1) to develop and assess the effectiveness
of grammar micro-learning lessons delivered through a Facebook classroom, 2) to implement
the lessons and to compare learning achievements between before and after studying
the lessons, and 3) to investigate students' satisfaction toward the grammar micro-learning
lessons through the Facebook classroom. The study was conducted with a group of 15
students from grade 8, selected through purposive sampling. Data was analyzed using
descriptive statistics, a developmental testing (E1/Ez) and a T-test dependent.

1) the grammar micro-learning lessons, which consisted of 5 short videos and
handouts, were efficient (El/Ezz 70.10/72.22), 2) students' learning achievements after
studying the lessons through the Facebook classroom were significantly higher than
before at the 0.05 level and 3) students' satisfaction of the use of grammar micro-learning
lessons through the Facebook classroom was at the highest level (x = 4.73).

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Introduction

The significance of English as a medium of communication in global society is
widely recognized. According to Statista.com (2022), a staggering 1.5 billion people
worldwide use English as their language. Given this, it is essential for individuals to attain
proficiency in English as a second language in order to communicate effectively on the
global level. English plays a particularly important role in communication with international
organizations such as the United Nations (UN), Council of Europe (COE) and Association
of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN), as well as other regional and international specialized
agencies, all of which use English as their medium of communication. Furthermore,
grammar and vocabulary are fundamental elements of learning English, as Oxford
University Press (2022) states that grammar constitutes a crucial component of the
language learning process, as it aids in improving vocabulary, pronunciation, and
communication skills. Learning grammar is critical for ensuring effective communication
that is both clear and precise. Failure to employ grammar in communication may lead
to inconsistencies and inaccuracies in conveying meaning. Nevertheless, there exists a
captivating tool for instructing complex topics, particularly grammar, namely micro-learning.
According to Chai (2020), micro-learning refers to an educational approach that involves
breaking down complex processes into shorter learning units that can be accessed from
any location and at any time. Micro-learning lessons typically last around 5 minutes and
are designed to focus on specific topics or skills that learners wish to develop, allowing
them to revisit the material as often as needed to achieve their learning objectives.
At present, there is a dearth of research on the application of micro-learning in teaching
English to Grade 8 students. However, existing studies suggest that micro-learning may
be effectively applied to other academic subjects, as demonstrated by Marinskaya (2020)
in the study on the implementation of micro-learning in foreign language teaching among
university students found that micro-learning has been found to effectively enhance the
acquisition and retention of content, as well as develop aspect skills such as vocabulary
and grammar. Furthermore, Phontakorn et al., (2022) conducted a study on the use of
micro-learning in social studies for Grade 8 students and found that all participants

achieved excellent competency assessment results.
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Given the importance of the English language and grammar at both global and
national levels, it is observed that Thai students continue to struggle with understanding
grammar rules and applying them correctly in sentences. According to the results of the
Ordinary National Educational Test (ONET) from 2017-2021, the scores for the English
subject of grade 9 students nationwide were 30.45, 29.45, 33.25, 34.38, and 31.11 percent
lower than the criteria. Patiyasevee (2018) attributes this to the fact that many learners
"think" in their first language, Thai, before translating into English, leading to inconsisten-
cies in communication due to differences in grammatical structure between the two
languages. This is further supported by the observation that 15 students in Grade 8 at
Bansuankwan School, a school that offers a moderate level of opportunity extension,
also encounters comparable obstacles in understanding English grammar. These students
continue to struggle in applying grammar rules accurately. They lack sufficient knowledge
and understanding of grammatical elements such as Present Perfect Tense, Past Simple
Tense, Past Continuous Tense, Comparison of Adjectives, and Future Simple Tense which
are grammatical contents that students must learn according to the subject matter and
learning standards. The root cause of this challenge appears to stem from the teacher's
use of a conventional teaching approach that relies heavily on lecture-based methods,
particularly for grammar-heavy material. The teacher prioritizes delivering the curriculum's
content in its entirety, irrespective of the students' grasp of the grammatical criteria,
resulting in students feeling bored and disinterested in learning grammar.

To enhance students' achievements and satisfaction in learning grammar,
a method will be employed to develop micro-learning lessons containing grammar content.
These brief lessons, lasting no more than five minutes, will be available to students
through a Facebook classroom. The content will be divided into short video clips and
instructional materials, allowing students to learn at their own pace and review lessons
as often as needed and enabling students to learn freely and independently. Moreover,
the Facebook classroom will enable students to access lessons anytime and anywhere,

encouraging continuous learning beyond the classroom.
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Research Objectives

1) To develop and assess the effectiveness of the grammar micro-learning lessons
delivered through the Facebook classroom,

2) To implement the grammar micro-learning lessons and compare the learning
achievements of students between before and after studying the lessons through
the Facebook classroom.

3) To investigate students' satisfaction with the use of grammar Micro-learning

lessons through the Facebook classroom.

Research Methods

Participants

The group sample was a group of 15 students from grade 8 at Bansuankwan
School, Uthai Thani, Thailand. The group was selected using purposive sampling.

The students were from the second semester of 2022 academic year.
Research Instruments

The research instruments included: 1) grammar micro-learning lessons consisted
of 5 short videos and 5 handouts, 2) lesson plans, 3) grammar pre-test and post-test,

4) satisfaction questionnaire
Methodology

The research was carried out through the utilization of 3 main developmental

stages, namely:

Stage 1: Creating and assessing the quality of research tools consisted of 3 steps

as follows:

1. Examined the basic education core curriculum, researches, handbook,

documents related to the study of learning achievement in grammar and micro-learning.

2. Designed and developed research instruments using ADDIE model including
1) grammar micro-learning of 5 lessons, 2) lesson plans designed with ESA method and
used for 12 class periods, 3) a grammar knowledge proficiency test, consisting of two

different sets administered as a pretest and a posttest. and, 4) a satisfaction questionnaire.
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3. Verified the effectiveness and reliability of the micro-learning by three

experts using a 5-level rating scale and Index of Item-Objective Congruence

4. Implemented an updated lessons among a pilot group. The results of the
developmental testing were efficient (El/E2 = 70.10/72.22), suggested that the lessons

can be applied to the sample group.

Stage 2: The implementation of the grammar micro-learning lessons consisted of

5 steps as follows:
1. Clarified the research purpose to students.
2. Had students administer a pre-test to collect data.

3. Implemented the grammar micro-learning lessons to the sample group
through the Facebook classroom along with the regular classroom for 5 lessons consisting

of 12 periods of teachins.

4. During the class sessions, students were given learning activities such as
sentence-forming, story writing, composing a story from pictures, and grammar exercises
practice were undertaken by the students and were carried out for four weeks in

conjunction with the 5 grammar micro-learning lessons.
Stage 3: The assessment after using the grammar micro-learning lessons.

Had the sample group took the post-test and the satisfaction questionnaire
to checked, analyzed and interpret the data after using the lessons. The questionnaire
comprising of 12 items was utilized to investigate students' satisfaction toward the grammar
micro-learning lessons through the Facebook classroom. The sample group was requested
to rate their level of personal satisfaction regarding the lessons using Likert rating scale

comprising of 5 levels, ranging from strongly agree to strongly disagree.
Data analysis

Rating scale of 1-5 was used to assess the effectiveness of grammar micro-learning
lessons and to assess the satisfaction of students after studying with the grammar
micro-learning lessons. The developmental testing (El/Ez) was utilized to calculate the

effectiveness of the grammar micro-learning lessons. The t-test dependent was used to
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compare the learning achievements between pre-test and post-test. The Index of
ltem-objective Congruence (I0OC) was used to assess the accuracy and suitability of the
tests and the questionnaire included descriptive statistics (mean (x), standard deviation
(S.D.).

Research Results

1. Results of Grammar Micro-learning Development

Grammar micro-learning lessons developed, namely; Present Perfect Tense,
Past Simple Tense, Past Continuous Tense, Comparison of Adjectives, and Future Simple
Tense. Each lesson comprises of five short videos, no longer than 5 minutes in duration,
as well as five handouts. These handouts provided detailed grammatical content, including
explanations of the tenses’ definition, usage, example of sentence structure, sentences
and translations, verb and adjective forms, and exceptions that align with the basic
education core curriculum B.E. 2551 (2008) and were relevant to the learning objectives.

1.1 The results of the effectiveness assessment of grammar micro-learning lessons

From a table 1, revealed that the grammar micro-learmning lessons, which consisted
of 5 short videos and handouts, were efficient with the highest level of effectiveness
(X =4.51,S.D. = 0.45)

As depicted in Table 2, the results indicate that the efficiency value during
the lessons (El) was 70.10. Additionally and the efficiency value after the utilized the
lessons (EZ) was found to be 72.22. These outcomes suggest that the grammar

micro-learning lessons were effective

According to a table 3, revealed that students’ learning achievements after

studying the lessons through the Facebook classroom were significantly higher than before
at the 0.05 level
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3. The result of students' satisfaction toward the grammar micro-learning lessons

From table 4 showed that students' satisfaction toward the grammar
micro-learning lessons through a Facebook classroom was at the highest level (x = 4.73,
S.D. = 0.36) with positive feedbacks.

Discussion of Research Findings

1.1 The results of the effectiveness assessment of grammar micro-learning
lessons

The result revealed that the grammar micro-learning lessons were studied by
grade 8 students of Bansuanknwan school were efficient (El/E2 =70.10/72.22). In addition,
the outcomes obtained from the pilot group indicated that the gramnmar micro-learning
was effective. The results were consistent with the subject of “The development of
micro-learning lessons on social networks based on the constructivist approach to promote
the analytical thinking of Matthayom Sueksa 6 students” by Boonmaphan et all. (2021)
and the study revealed that the lesson exhibited a criterion efficiency of 80/80
(81.87/80.89). And also consistent with Kachensuwan (2020) which the efficiency value
of the lesson was 85.87/84.67 and higher than the set criteria at 80/80. The success of
grammar micro-learning can be attributed to several factors, such as the lessons containing
the alignment between the contents and learning objectives, the lessons development
was carried out by following the steps of ADDIE model with helpful guidance from an
adviser and experts who are specialized in different fields such as teaching grammar,
developing instructional media, and learning assessment. In addition, the learning activities

were structured to focus on sentence formation, story writing, composing stories from pictures,
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and practicing grammar exercises. These activities aided students in improving their

grammatical accuracy.
2. The result of the learning achievements between pre-test and post-test.

The research results indicated that the implementation of grammar micro-learning
lessons through Facebook classroom led to a significant increase in the learning achievement
of grade 8 students at Bansuankwan School, as evidenced by the T-test dependent with
score of 21.00* and a comparison of pre- and post-test scores were found to be significantly
higher than the pre-test scores at .05 level, which supports the hypothesis of this research.
The finding in the subject of “Micro-learning efficiency for foreign language teaching”
(Marinskaya, 2020) was consistent with the study result, claimed that teaching foreign
languages using micro-learning techniques can improve the learing outcomes by enhancing
language acquisition, boosting retention, and increasing student engagement. The factor
that contribute higher learning achievement after the implementation of the grammar
micro-learning as such, concisely summarizing the lesson contents within 5 minutes with
handouts for further study, enhanced learners’ motivation by allowing them to revisit
the lessons through Facebook at any time. Likewise, the study in the topic “Flipping
micro-learning-based EFL classroom to enhance learners’ self-regulation” (Hosseini
et al.,, 2020) was consistent with the results stated that learners who studied with
micro-learning lessons were more motivated compared to those who underwent

conventional learning.

3. The result of students' satisfaction toward the grammar micro-learning

lessons

The result of the sample group satisfaction toward the grammar micro-learning
lessons was satisfied at the highest level (Mean = 4.73, S.D. = 0.36). The students utilized
their mobile phones to access the grammar lessons through the Facebook classroom,
enabling them to study the material beforehand and review the grammar lessons at their
convenience. The viewpoints that received the greatest level of agreement from students
were: the lessons were comprehensive and aligned with learning objectives, the learning

procedures are structured sequentially, and the lessons are conveniently accessible for
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studying and reviewing knowledge. The results of the satisfaction toward the grammar
micro-learning lessons was consistent to the finding of the topic “Development of
Micro-learning for High Vocational Certificate Private Vocational College in Bangkok”
(Kongsomboon, 2019) stated that micro-learning facilitated students in independently
acquiring knowledge and accessing lessons with ease, thereby empowering them to learn

without constraints of time or place.

Suggestions

1. Recommendations for application
1.1 To implement the grammar micro-learning lessons should not be limited
to only video clips, but rather should include supplementary assessments or exercises
as a secondary component to ensure that students have a proper understanding of the
lessons even when they have proficient access to electronic devices or the internet and
to create an alternative to select how to access the lessons according to their needs and

convenience.
2. Recommendations for Future Research

2.1 The utilization of micro-learning lessons through Facebook classroom

should be applied to instruct on a diverse range of subjects.

2.2 An examination of the retention of grammatical knowledge acquired
through micro-learning lessons should be conducted to further understand the effectiveness
of this method.

Originality and Body of Knowledge

The research conducted in the study of learning achievement using micro-learning
grammar lessons through Facebook classroom for grade 8 students of Bansuankwan
school, Uthai Thani, yielded significant findings on the originality and body of knowledge.
The grammar micro-learning lessons were developed using five procedures of the ADDIE

model, while the lesson plans implemented with micro-learning lessons applied three
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steps of ESA along with grammar practice, including sentence formation, story writing,
composing a story from a picture, and grammar exercise practice. Both the normal
classroom and Facebook classroom were used for delivering the lessons, which enabled
students to study independently and review the material at any time, resulting in

improved learning achievement which summarizes the findings as presented below.

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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to compare the English listening and speaking
skills of grade 9 students after using Natural Approach with the A2 level of the CEFR.
2) to study the satisfaction of grade 9 students on using the Natural Approach.

This research was an experimental research with the one-shot case study design.
The samples were purposively selected class of 13 ninth grade students at Watsidok
School, Phare Province during the second semester of the academic year 2022. The research
instruments were: 1) 6 lesson plans using the Natural Approach. 2) 4 sections of the
English listening and speaking assessment test and 3) the students' satisfaction
questionnaire on the Natural Approach. The data were analyzed using descriptive statis-

tics, including mean, standard deviation, and percentage.

The research results showed that 1) students' English listening and speaking skills
after using the Natural Approach are at the A2 level (39.48%) of the CEFR. 2) the satisfaction
of grade 9 students on the Natural Approach was at the highest level (x = 4.51, S.D.=
0.63).

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Introduction

English has become an international language because it is the lingua franca of
global communication. Rao (2019) explains that English is the first language for the
majority of the population in several countries, over 375 million people use English as
their first language and the over 750 million people worldwide use English as a second
language. In addition, English is the official language of nearly 70 countries and the main
language in many states around the world. Moreover, Dusadee Rangseechatchawan (2019)
claims that it is the 21" century era in nowadays, the world has developed rapidly in
terms of economy, society and technology, especially in communication due to the use
of technology Allow people to communicate without borders. For this reason, it is
necessary to learn English. Not only to be used in communication, but also in education.
Learning English can promote understanding of a variety of languages, cultures and world
views, which allows learners to access various knowledge more easily and more widely,
and have a vision of living in today's society very well (Chayapon Chomchaiya et al,,
2022).

However, a study of the English skills of Thai students in different areas has
revealed that most Thai students have very low English skills. Education First has released
the results of the English Proficiency Index for 2021, which shows that Thailand ranks
100th out of 112 countries that do not use English as a formal language. (EF English
Proficiency Index, 2021). Most of the problems that affect the use of English can occur
because the language learning process does not follow the language learning principles
that start with listening and speaking. Mintra Puripunyavanich (Cited in BBC News Thailand,
2018) explains that most Thai teachers use a language teaching curriculum that mainly
focuses on grammatical structures instead of focusing on learners using English to
communicate. By teaching English in this way, students often do not realize the
importance of using English to communicate and lack motivation to learn English.
As a result, students are unable to improve their English listening and speaking skills as
they should. For these reasons, these are all problems and obstacles that affect students'

learning of English in various skills, whether reading or writing.
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From observing and researching behavior while teaching English courses at
Watsridok School, it was discovered that grade 9 students could not communicate
effectively in English and had communication skills below the A2 level of the CEFR.
In the 2021 school year, grade 9 students have an average score of 29.12 points in
language for communication, which is lower than the national average of 30.74
(National Educational Testing Service, 2022). As an English teacher, the researcher tries
to investigate and explore acceptable ways and methods to develop learners' English
language skills, especially listening and speaking skills, that would enable learners to have
communication skills at the A2 level or above and follow the CEFR criteria for Thai

students in grade 9.

The researcher has studied approaches and found that the "Natural Approach"
is a teaching approach that was developed based on the theory of perception from
Stephen D. Krashen's Second Language Method and Terrell's Natural Method. The Natural
Approach is one of the concepts that emphasizes the development of communication
skills by emphasizing listening skills first. The learners may not be able to speak or write
in the early stages. It is a gradual approach to teaching when listening to information in
a language or comprehensible input that can be understood. When the learner is ready,
they will be able to speak and communicate on their own. It is a teaching approach that
focuses on teaching the meaning of words and phrases rather than grammar rules.
It is also a teaching approach that focuses on providing a friendly, relaxed, and stress-free
classroom atmosphere. To encourage learners to develop a good attitude, confidence
and reduce anxiety in the use of the language for learners (Krashen & Terrell, 1983).
Therefore, this Natural Approach is suitable for language teaching for learners who want
to improve their listening and speaking skills for communication. For these reasons,
the researcher is interested in a Natural Approach to encourage grade 9 students at
Watsidok School, to have effective listening and speaking skills for communicating with

a positive attitude toward learning English.
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Research Objectives
1. To compare English listening and speaking skills of grade 9 students after using
Natural Approach with the A2 level of the CEFR.

2. To study satisfaction of grade 9 students on using the Natural Approach.

Research Methods
This study was an experimental research. The study was conducted and

developed using the following research methodology steps.
Participants

The participants of this study are 13 students who are a purposive sampling
selected from ninth grade students who are studying in the second semester of 2022

from Watsridok School, Phrae Province.
Research instruments

The research instruments consist of 1) 6 lesson plans using the Natural Approach.
2) 4 sections of the English listening and speaking assessment test and 3) the students'
satisfaction questionnaire on the Natural Approach. And these research instruments were

designed and developed as follows:
1. The lesson plans by using Natural Approach.

The researcher analyzed related approaches, authentic and learning principles,
learning steps, and learning curriculum to design and develop the Natural Approach
lesson plans. Then, the lesson plans were validated by experts using a 5 point rating scale.

Each item of the lesson plan that failed to elicit its objective was revised.
2. The English listening and speaking assessment test.

The researcher studied and analyzed the related English listening and speaking
assessment tests that have been conducted by Anchunda and Kaewurai (2021) in order
to design and develop the Natural Approach English listening and speaking assessment
test. The Natural Approach English listening and speaking assessment test consists of

4 sections.
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There is a section for picture description, conversation, interview, and role play.
Next, the researcher also studied and analyzed a scoring rubric that conducted by
Anchunda and Kaewurai (2021), which was used to evaluate the English listening and
speaking skills. Both the English listening and speaking test and a scoring rubric were

validated by experts using IOC. Any item that failed to elicit its objective was revised.
3. Students’ satisfaction questionnaire on Natural Approach.

The researcher studied and analyzed related to design and development of the
students' satisfaction questionnaire on Natural Approach. The students' satisfaction
questionnaire consists of 10 items in which the respondents indicate their level of
agreement to a statement usually in five points: (1) strongly disagree, (2) disagree,
(3) neither agree nor disagree, (4) agree, (5) strongly agree. The student satisfaction
questionnaire was validated by experts using IOC. Any statement in the questionnaire

that failed to elicit its objective was revised.
Data collection

1. The researcher introduced the implementation of the Natural Approach to the

students.

2. During the Natural Approach implementation process, students were given
three stages of Natural Approach lessons. A pre-production stage is the first stage, which
is the stage of developing students’ listening skills. The following stage is early production,
which is the stage of developing students’ listening and speaking skills. And the last stage,
Speech-emergent phase stage, the stage of developing students’ full listening and

speaking skills.

3. After the Natural Approach implementation process, the students rated their
personal satisfaction level on the students’ satisfaction questionnaire. Then, the English
listening and speaking skills Test was assessed and evaluated by three English experts

from Watsridok school

4. The researcher collected and analyzed the data.
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Data analysis

For different sections of the English listening and speaking assessment test,
a scoring rubric with a rating scale of 1-5 was employed. which were analyzed using
descriptive statistics, including mean, standard deviation (S.D.), and percentage.
The percentage of listening and speaking scores is used to compare English listening and
speaking skills with the CEFR level, whereas the students' satisfaction questionnaire was

analyzed using descriptive statistics, including mean and standard deviation (S.D.).

Research Results
1. The result of studying and comparing English listening and speaking skills
of grade 9 students after using Natural Approach with the A2 level of the CEFR.

The results show that grade 9 students had an average listening and speaking test
score of 7.89 (S.D=2.50) which is 39.45% after using the Natural Approach. When the
listening and speaking scores were compared with the level of the CEFR, it was found
that the grade 9 students had average English listening and speaking skills after using the
Natural Approach at the level of A2
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2. The results of the satisfaction of grade 9 students on using the Natural

The results revealed that the satisfaction of grade 9 students on using the

Natural Approach were at highest level (X = 4.51, S.D = 0.63).

Discussion of Research Findings

1. The result of studying and comparing English listening and speaking skills
of grade 9 students after using Natural Approach with the A2 level of the CEFR.

The result of using Natural Approach to develop English listening and speaking
skills showed that all students in the experimental group were at the A2 level of CEFR,
which is the level of grade 9 students. This is a reflection that using Natural Approach
was effective enough to develop students' English listening and speaking skills. Due to
the teaching method, the steps of the Natural Approach are followed. That is, 1. The
pre-production stage, which is the stage of developing listening comprehension skills.
2. The early production stage is the stage of developing speaking skills. Students have to
produce some language in the form of single words and short phrases. 3. The speech
emergence stage is one of extending production into longer stretches of discourse and
encourages students have to give the singular words and short phrases will transform
into longer ones a speech (STEVIE, 2022). The findings also consisted of the study
conducted by Amiruddin (2020) whose study on "The Effectiveness of Natural Approach
on Language Learning in Higher Education" found out that the students in higher
education with a Natural Approach have better English proficiency levels than those who
are not. It is more effective than conventional approaches, methods, etc. in improving
the English language proficiency level in higher education. It is also consistent with a
study on " The Effectiveness of Using Natural Approach to Improve Students’ Interaction
Ability at The Second Grade of Sman 4 Pinrang" conducted by Lestary and Sani (2018),

where the results showed that using Natural Approach, students could participate in
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performing instructions and conveying responses during teaching and learning process.
These descriptions can show the effectiveness of using Natural Approach to improve
students' interaction ability.

2. The results of the satisfaction of grade 9 students on using Natural
Approach.

The students' satisfaction on using the Natural Approach in the experimental
group was at the highest level (X = 4.51), which means that the students expressed
responded positively to the use of the Natural Approach to develop their English
listening and speaking skills. The reasons for this high satisfaction and positive feedback
were that the students directly grasped the Natural Approach and enjoyed it because
they were taught in an interesting and appropriate way. The teaching materials used
included a variety of activities such as games, quizzes, etc. Natural Approach also
provided a classroom environment that was familiar to the learners and appropriate to
their conditions. Anchunda and Kaewurai (2021) states that doing language activities that
students are comfortable with can enhance their language learning. By reducing anxiety
and stress, students will feel more at ease in the classroom. These findings are consistent
with a study conducted by Phimthip Duangjit (2018) on the topic of "The Development
of Listening and Speaking of Performance and Satisfaction Grade Five Students Taught
Through a Computer Assisted Program Based on the Natural Approach," which claimed
that the students who were taught through this approach had a high level of overall
satisfaction. Furthermore, it is also consistent with a study on "Development of English
Listening-Speaking Skills through Natural Approach for Prathomsuksa 2 Students
Sahakornnikomklua School" conducted by Wichet Suapoomee (2020), where the results
showed that students satisfied with the use of Natural Approach at high levels.

Based on the results and explanation of the research, it can be concluded that
the use of the Natural Approach was effective in developing the English listening and
speaking skills of students at the A2 level of the CEFR. This Natural Approach supports
and provides opportunities for students to express their listening and speaking skills
without hesitation in communication. In addition, the Natural Approach increases students'

satisfaction with English language learning because it provides students with interesting
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and appropriate activities and the results of satisfaction questionnaires were at the
highest level. Therefore, using the Natural Approach is one of the approaches that

effectively improves students' English listening and speaking skills in a different way than usual.

Suggestions

1. Recommendations for Application

1.1 The Natural Approach includes a variety of activities to improve listening
and speaking skills in English. Before starting the activities, the learner should be given
an explanation and demonstration so that all learners understand the rules and the
process of the activities. In order to carry out the learning activities successfully in
accordance with the learning objectives.

1.2 There are several activities in a Natural Approach class. The planning of
activities for each activity must consider its appropriateness and practicality in relation
to the duration.

2. Recommendations for Further Research

2.1 To make the evaluation of English listening and speaking skills more efficient,
one of the English experts should be an English native speaker.

2.2 The further research should be conducted on the development of English
listening and speaking skills through Natural Approach in other grade participants.

2.3 The further research should be conducted to compare the development
of English listening and speaking skills through Natural Approach with the development
of English listening and speaking skills through other approaches.

Originality and Body of Knowledge

From the study of the development of English listening and speaking skills through
Natural Approach for grade 9 students at Watsidok School, Phrae. The findings can be
summarized as the students' English listening and speaking skills were successfully
improved through the use of Natural Approach. This approach is beneficial and effective

in encouraging and facilitating students to express their English listening and speaking
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skills through communication with a positive attitude towards learning English. the diagram

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Abstract

This research aimed to: 1) construct and determine the efficiency of phonics
reading skill exercises 2) compare the achievement of the reading ability of English with
pretest and posttest after using the developed exercises. The participants of the present
study were 20 students in grade 4 at Bannongpra School, Phichit Province, academic year

Although the ordinance is seen as merely coconut milk, not its
true essence. But ordinances are important elements of every religion that bring benefits
and happiness to the participants.

2. There are 3 stages in the ceremony of the bad luck ceremony: 1) the rituals
before death, 2) the rituals during death, and 3) the rituals after death. And in organizing
this bad luck, there is also a hidden belief in funeral arrangements, namely 1) the
collection of the body and 2) the unusual treatment of the dead. That is in accordance

with the beliefs of the Isan culture.

Specifically, the 50 : 50 ratio of
online teaching and learning was rated the highest ( X = 4.16), followed by the 70 : 30
ratio of online teaching and learning ( X = 3.53) and the 80:20 ratio of online teaching

and learning (X = 3.49)

2. The guidelines for managing the integrated teaching and learning management
of San Kamphaeng School entailed several key elements. Firstly, students should be
oriented to all important details, including learning objectives and scoring criteria.
Secondly, various tools should be utilized to draw attention to the subject matter and
promote critical thinking. Thirdly, students should be assessed through both online
systems and regular measurement and evaluation practices. Fourthly, teachers should
be trained in online teaching techniques. Fifthly, a learning guide should be prepared
to assist both teachers and students. Lastly, the teaching and learning management
