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Abstract

This research aims to analyze and identify the
elements of cultural intelligence in ASEAN cultural context for
undergraduate students. This qualitative research used an in-
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depth interview with seven scholars who were experts in the
field of education and had an experience in living and working
under ASEAN culture. The method of data collection was
succeeded through semi-structured observation and later
analyzed by descriptive phenomenology.

The research found that the experts defined the
meaning of “Cultural Intelligence in ASEAN Context” as an
individual ability to adapt oneself with ASEAN culture. This
ability featured the elements of Metacognitive,

Intelligence, Motivational CQ Cognitive CQ and Behavioral CQ,

Cultural

which had a coherent with elements of the previous cultural
intelligence. However, cultural intelligence in ASEAN cultural
context contained a slight difference. That is, it had to concern
itself with a reduction of ethnocentrism and the myth of a right,
superior ASEAN community. Later, these results will lead to
the creation of a new way to improve the cultural intelligence in
ASEAN cultural context.
