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Community Tourism and Environmental Conservation
Participation in Nong Chaiwan Wetland Dondeng Village,

Srisongkhram District, Nakhon Phanom Province
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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study 1) local people opinions on
community tourism benefit in Nong Chaiwan Wetland Dondeng Village,
Srisongkhram District, Nakhon Phanom Province, 2) the local people knowledge
and understanding about sustainable tourism, 3) the level of local people partici-
pation in environmental conservation at Nong Chaiwan Wetland Dondeng Village,
Srisongkhram District, Nakhon Phanom Province, and 4) the relationship of communi-
ty tourism benefit and the knowledge of sustainable tourism on the levels of local
people participation in environmental conservation at Nong Chaiwan Wetland Don-
deng Village, Srisongkhram District, Nakhon Phanom Province. The purposive sam-
pling was employed to select a total of 50 households from the village. Question-
naire survey was carried out to collect data. Percentage and Mean was employed

to analysis data research.

The results found most local people agreed that community tourism
brought benefit to the communities. The monetary value was seen as the highest
benefit to the communities, secondly, the knowledge and understanding of sustain-
able tourism, and finally the environmental conservation. The hypothesis testing

revealed that the tourism income and the knowledge and understanding of sus-
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tainable tourism, and finally level of environmental conservation participation
were not significant different. Thus, the government should take into account for
consideration the equality of benefit from the community based tourism together
with the educating about environmental conservation to local people. That will

lead to the sustainably tourism management in eventually.
