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Abstract

A study has three purposes that aims to (1) assess the built environment potential ,
the architectural and the architectural landscape of tourist attractions of Chainat province, (2)
assess the value of tourist attractions in view of the community and tourists, and (3) create
the built environment development plan and the value of tourist attractions through the
participatory process of stakeholders. The sample and main informants of this participatory
research consisted of three main groups: (1) Twenty-seven of public and private stakeholders
by using focus group discussions, (2) sample of one hundred twenty-five local communities
near the tourist attractions by using interviews, and public hearing (3) Thai tourists drawn by
convenient sampling the number of 400 tourists. The data were collected by tracing to study
the tourist behavior, questionnaires were administered to them. Descriptive statistics for
quantitative data were frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. The qualitative
data were analysed by means of content analysis. The five areas studied comprised Thammamun
Waraviharn Temple, Pakklong makhamthao Temple, Phramahathat Temple, Chainat Bird Park,
and the Chaophraya Dam.

The findings yielded that (1) most historical tourist attractions lacked symbolic identity
creation and lacked the area development used in order to promote tourism activities. In
regard to recreational tourist attractions, they also lacked the area development used and
landscape to promote activities and the area identity to attract tourists to come back. Aside
from this, the maximum capacity assessment in dealing with tourism showed that most tourism
activities haven’t got any negative impact toward the tourist attractions. (2) The value of tourist
attractions in view of the community when the cultural significant value was assessed in the
aspect of aesthetics, history, society, and environment, it was found that the potential of
Chainat main tourist attractions in general was rated at a relatively good level. The results of
the cultural significant value assessment ranging respectively in descending order were as
follows: Pakklong makhamthao Temple (X = 3.75), Thammamun Waraviham Temple (X = 3.25),
the Chaophraya Dam (X = 3.00), Chainat Bird Park (X = 2.25), and Phramahathat Temple (X
= 2.00). However, in view of the tourists toward the value of stated Chainat tourist attractions,
it was found that the tourists needed and additional interpretation at the sites, i.e. tourism
handbook, interpretive signage, brochure, the safety improvement of their lives and properties.

They also needed the physical aspect (X = 4.27) and the landscape beauty of the areas



(X = 4.00) and the landscape interests around the tourist attractions (X =3.99). Regarding the
satisfaction of the tourists, they were pleased with the easy accessibility to the tourist
attractions ( X = 4.00), the transportation in the province (X = 388). Moreover, they needed
the improvement of physical tourist attractions in public relations about the tourist attractions

(X = 3.83), interpretive signage (X = 3.75), and information distribution (X = 3.66).

(3) The built environment developmental plan and the value of the aforementioned
tourist attractions, Chainat province are as follows: creating new landmark at the areas and
using the landmark as an identity in each area and the development and the creation to
renovate the area to be the area identity of the tourist attractions, a design space in the style
of architectures and architectural landscape to promote new tourism activities. Furthermore, the
development of interpretation system and tourism activities will help create the value of the
tourist attractions using interpretation in order to create knowledge and understanding for tourists
and help create learning process of the community in the way of sustainable tourism

development.
