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Abstract

It can be said that New Public Governance (NPG) is a concept and
understanding of managing public service systems that is different from the
traditional public administration model. The NPG concept focuses on
cooperation between the public and private sectors and opens the door to
public participation in decision-making and operations related to public
services. The purpose of this study is to synthesize the elements and
applications of new governance paradigm tools. The results of the study found
that; Elements of NPG were (1) Socio-Political Governance, (2) Public Policy
Governance (3) Administrative Governance, (4) Contract Governance, and (5)
Network Governance. However, the administrative tools from the New Public
Governance concept were; (1) Collaborative Governance, (2) Information and
Communication Technology (ICT), (3) New Policy and Regulation Development,
(4) Performance Management and Evaluation, (5) Citizen Engagement and
Participation, (6) Transparency and Accountability Mechanisms, (7) Network
Governance, (8) Adaptive Management, (9) Contracting and Procurement

Reforms, and (10) Risk Management.
