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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to analyze the factors affecting
effectiveness of information technology implementation at schools the Office
of the Basic Education Commission. (OBEC) The samples were schools under
the Office of the Basic Education Commission. selected by multi-stage random
sampling technique. The research instruments were questionnaires. The data
were analyzed using descriptive statistics, mean, standard deviation. Correlation
analysis, multiple regression analysis and contents analysis of suggestions were
applied.

The research result revealed that: The factors affecting effectiveness of
information technology implementation at schools the Office of the Basic
Education Commission as followed; the qualification and attitude of the
personnel who implemented the policy, the disposition of implementers,
characteristics of the implementing agencies, policy standards and objectives,
and economic, social and political conditions. All of them could predict

effectiveness of information technology implementation at schools under the
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Office of the Basic Education Commission statistically significant at .01. (R* =
.648)
