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Abstract

The objective of this research is to study the administration of
primary school curriculum in schools under the office of Sukhothai
Primary Education Service Area 1. It is a quantitative research. The study
is conducted from a sample group of 103 educational institutions,
obtained by simple random sampling. The questionnaire consists of 5
levels of rating scale between the IOC of 0.8 and 1.0, and reliability
coefficient at 0.95. The statistics for data analysis are mean and standard
deviation.

The results of the research show that it is a high level in overall.
The highest aspect is on curriculum use while the lowest aspect is on
curriculum preparation. For each section consideration, it is found that 1)
curriculum preparation: the highest aspect is on identifying the key
elements of the course while the lowest aspect is on curriculum
scrutiny. 2) Curriculum planning: the highest aspect is on encouraging
teachers to acquire knowledge on curricula while the lowest aspect is on
observational study to educational institutions that successfully

administer the courses. 3 ) Curriculum use: the highest aspect is on
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implementing the curriculum in teaching and learning activities while the
lowest aspect is on defining the details of course documentation. 4)
Curriculum evaluation: the highest aspect is on actions to correct,
improve, and develop systematically and continuously while the lowest
aspect is on actions to correct, improve, and develop the curriculum
according to the results of the assessment. The body of knowledge
indicates that the administration of primary school curriculum comprises
of 4 components, including curriculum preparation, curriculum planning,
curriculum use, and curriculum evaluation. This is a process that
administrators must implement to be effective because educational
institutions are the key to quality education as a template to apply to

teaching and learning.
