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Abstract

The objectives of this study are as follows: 1) to compare the
creative thinking proficiency before and after learning activities to
develop creative thinking by using reflective approach on the design and
development of Thai Teaching Innovation; 2) to study thinking abilities
by using reflective approach on the design and development of Thai

Teaching Innovation; and 3) to study satisfaction of the reflective
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approach on the design and development of Thai Teaching Innovation.
The samples are undergraduate students in Thai language, Chaiyaphum
Rajabhat University, enrolled in the course of Design and Production of
Educational Media for Thai Language Learning Area, academic year 2021,
including 60 students who are acquired by purposive sampling method.
The instruments for this research consist of 1) lesson plan for activities of
enhancing creativity by using reflective approach on the Design and
Development of Teaching Innovation; 2 )  Thinking Proficiency
Measurement; 3) Torrance’s Tests of Creative Thinking (TTCT); 4)
Satisfaction Assessment Form towards the learning activities. The
statistics used to analyze the data are included by percentage, average,
standard deviation, and t-test hypothesis.

The results show that 1) students have improved higher creative
thinking skills after reflective approach on the Design and Development
of Thai Teaching Innovation than before learning, statistically significant
at the level of .05. 2) Students have higher thinking abilities. The average
score of initiative thinking is at 1.04, representing 46.1 percent, the fluent
thinking is at 1.29, representing 55.6 percent, the flexible thinking is at
1.07, representing 50.0 percent, and the elaborate thinking is at 1.26,
representing 54.8 percent. 3) The satisfaction of the students towards
developing activities of creative thinking skills by reflective approach on
the Design and Development of Thai Teaching Innovation, at the highest
level (X=4.66; S.D.=0.51). The body of knowledge indicates that
development of creative thinking by reflections approach on practicing,
the instructors should train students to think through the reflection
procedure to promote or improve the extension of the existing ideas. It
should encourage the students to analyze, contemplate, and reflect on
thinking to solve problems with possible theories or concepts. It should
support the students to see a wide range of perspectives and to accept
issues until they make the correct conclusion, and beneficial and
