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Abstract

The aims of this research are to study the context and to study
indicators and synthesize factors affecting the strength and self-reliance
of Patueng Ngaam Village. It is the qualitative research. The key
informants consist of 15 community leaders, 24 village committee and
villagers. The research instruments comprise of in-depth interview, focus
group discussion, and participant observation and then synthesize the
data to find out the factors affecting strength and self-reliance of the
community.

The results reveal that 1) the Patueng Ngaam Community
context is as follows: (1) having high leadership; (2) cooperating in
activities; (3) playing a part in setting social rules; (4) obeying the leaders
and working together to solve problems raised in the community; (5)
having an external agencies to provide public services to the community;
(6) having the natural habitat surrounding; (7) coordinating with the Sri
Lanna National Park and various agencies; (8) following the ancestors’
teachings strongly; and (9) living lifestyle followed the principles of

Sufficiency Economy Philosophy. The indicators and factors supporting

the strength of the community are as follows: (1) the community leaders
having a positive driver for everyone to have the faith and preservation
of the homeland; (2) the community members accepting the role of the
community committee; (3) the community having a clear administrative
process in the community; (4) the community having a high potential of
self-reliance; (5) the community being allocated a budget by the
municipality; (6) the physical geography of community locating in forest
area; (7) community coordinating with the network; (8) community
holding on the ancestors’ teachings strongly; and (9) community
following the principles of Sufficiency Economy Philosophy. The body of
knowledge from the study is that the community could be strong and
self-reliant in the followings: 1) leadership of tribal leaders; 2) faith and
trust in the community leaders; 3) participation in the administration; 4)
share of the ideas, work, and solving problems in the community; 5)
requests for assistance if any necessary; 6) having village rules and
regulations; 7) acting upon the ancestors’ teachings strongly, not selling
land to outsiders; 8) the relationship of people in society be kinship and
assistant; and 9) following the principles of Sufficiency Economy

Philosophy.
