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Abstract

The objectives of the research are as follows: 1) to create the
learning management plans by using activity—-based learning in Thai
language for ninth grade students; 2) to study Thai language learning
behavior related to self, others, and task; and 3) to compare Thai
language learning behavior before and after by using activity-based
learning. It is a quasi-experimental design. The target group is 47 of
students. The research instruments have the learning plan by using
activity-based learning, the Thai language learning behavior tests, and
the Thai language learning behavior interview form. The data analysis is
performed by mean, standard deviation, and t-test analysis independent.
For the Thai language learning behavior interview form, a qualitative
research is used to analyze the data through classification of learning

behavior according to the level of attitude.
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The results are found that 1) there are 12 learning plans for total
12 hours of learning. The quality of these learning plans is at the highest
(X=3.93; S.D.=0.29); 2) after using activity-based learning, the students
have learning behavior from the Thai language learning behavior tests
are at highest level in total (X=39.13; S.D.=2.26); and 3) comparison with
Thai language learning behavior score before and after by using activity-
based learning of ninth grade students reveal that Thai language learning
behavior score after using activity-based learning higher than before
using activity-based learning with statistical significance at .05 level. After
using activity-based learning, the learning behavior of learning attitude is
higher than the low level. The body of knowledge indicates that creating
the learning management plans by using activity-based learning is able
to develop the learners’ learning behavior in Thai subject which are
included into 5 steps in the followings: step 1 practice, step 2 discovery,

step 3 analysis, step 4 application, and step 5 reflection.
