Hotel Management in During the Reign of King Prajadhipok:
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Abstract

The Majesty King Vajiravudh gave his command to develop and renovate the beautiful Phya
Thai Palace into a deluxe hotel palace. This could maintain the beauty, dignity and royal pride of
Siam. It was used to welcome all guests and visitors particularly foreigners attending "The Exhibition
of Siamese Kingdom" They could not only get impressed with the grand and exotic palace but also
appreciate the glorious hotel. Apart from this, the Privy Purse could reduce the budget or the cost of
maintenance of the magnificent property of the palace. In the reign of King Prajadhipok, Phya Thai
Place Hotel was considered to be the most outstanding hotel in the country to welcome state guests
or official foreign visitors. The hotel was well known as the high-level societies and alluring with
elegant rooms fully equipped with excellent facilities and superb services. However, the change of
political conflicts of the government in B.E. 2475, This is the great exemplified change when the
Phya Thai Palace Hotel and Norasing Coffeehouse (Branch) were shut down after a long service of
6 years and 8 months. The study of the Phya Thai Palace Hotel in the past could be observed in
terms of a model of management principles and services including room operations, foods and
beverages, and leisure facilities as well as recreational activities. That could be, hence considered a
model of the hotel that was well managed and conducted by Thai staff according to the international

standard in the early era of Siam.

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Word Clouds and English Language Teaching in Thai Classroom

Abstract

Word clouds or text clouds are graphical representations of word frequency, which are shown in
different sizes or colors according to their importance and occurrences. Recent research in English
language teaching has suggested using word clouds for studying vocabulary, getting overview of
students’ written texts, as well as engaging students to read passages. This paper, therefore,
intends to examine teacher’s and students’ attitudes on using word clouds as a pre-reading activity
for teaching Thai university students. The participants in this study were twenty Thai university
students and an English instructor at Rajamangala University of Technology Phra Nakhon, Bangkok,
Thailand. They were asked to complete a Likert scale questionnaire and open-ended questions to
report their attitudes towards word clouds as a pre-reading activity. The results obtained from
university students showed that they expressed positive attitudes towards using word clouds
because it was interesting, helped in creating learning motivation, and setting up an interactive
classroom activity. In addition, the English instructor also reported that word clouds could draw
students’ attention to English reading texts and could help students to predict what the story was

about. Pedagogical implications and suggestions are proposed in this paper.

Keywords: Word clouds, Pre-reading activity, Thai students

1. Word Clouds and English Language Teaching

Words are essential because they play a part in the fundamental understanding of reading,
writing, listening, and speaking (Bromley, 2013). Learning vocabulary enables EFL/ESL students to
understand the context (Leki & Carson, 1994), to communicate effectively (Moir & Nation, 2008), to
develop skills of target language (Ellis, 1997; Nation, 2001), and to provide opportunities to be
successful in academic and future careers. In other words, the more vocabulary students can learn,
the more proficient in the target language they are (Nation, 2001; Kotchana & Tongpoon-
Patanasorn, 2015). With the growth of technology, teachers can encourage students to expose new
vocabulary more easily by using online tools, for example, “Wordle” (Feinbert, 2014), “Wordsift”
(Hakuta & Wiles, 2018) and “TagClouds” (Steinbock, 2006) Figure 1 presents how word clouds

were created by using Wordsift online tool.

These online tools generate word clouds or text clouds referring to graphical representations of word
frequency, which are shown in different sizes or colors according to their importance (Bromley, 2013).
Generally, recent research shows that word clouds have been widely used for two main purposes:
analytical tools for data visualization (e.g., Tracy & Geist-Martin, Putnum & Mumby, 2013) and teaching
activities of English language (Baralt, Pennestri, & Selvandin, 2011). For example, in a reading class,
word clouds can be used as a part of pre-reading activities of English: (1) to provide students with
background information on what they are going to read, (2) to help them with word and phrases that they
are not familiar with, and (3) to engage them in reading texts (Tafazoli, Chirimbu & Dejica-Carti§, 2014).
To give a clearer picture, Table 1 presents a summary of related literature on word clouds and English

language teaching.

& Koretsky science students. The results show that word clouds could be
used in two ways: generating written explanations, and
students’ reflections how they have organized the written texts.
In terms of teaching, word clouds enabled teachers to identify

topics and concepts, as well as analyze students writing.

Research Purposes

This study reviews ten ways how to use technology to teach
English vocabulary. For example, using Wordle to create word
clouds and show word frequency of the reading passage. For
example, teachers may use word clouds to prompt discussion
before or after teaching reading class. This can help students

to relate themselves to the reading texts.

This study investigates the effectiveness of using word clouds in
given passages into online discussions. The 132 university
students used word clouds as a discussion prompt and a survey
to assess their critical thinking and engagement. The results show
a positive relationship between the use of word clouds and critical

thinking and engagement, as well as peer interaction.

This study investigates Thai students’ English vocabulary retention,
and their perceptions on using Wordsift to learn new vocabulary
by comparing two groups of students (control group vs.
experimental group). The results show there were statistically
significant difference on vocabulary’s retention between these two
groups. In addition, the students’ interviews report that Wordsift

could facilitate students’ leaming vocabulary retention.

Hakuta’'s work (2018) describes Wordsift, one of word cloud
generators, which can be used to create an image of word
clouds, to identify parts-of-speech, to display visual word net
and thesaurus dictionary, and to provide examples where the
word occurs. For English language teaching, Wordsift could

help students to explore and learn new vocabulary.

This work presents different usages of word clouds in teaching
language skills — reading, writing, listening, and speaking of
English. For example, in reading, teachers can use word clouds
to stimulate what they have already know about the topic, and to

provide background information before reading the texts.

This paper demonstrates how Wordle could be used in English
language leamning and teaching four skills of English. For example,
teachers can use word clouds to brainstorm idea, to introduce

vocabulary, as well as, to reflect students written assignments.

This articles shows how to use word cloud generators
(Tagxedo, ABCya, Word Clouds, Wordsift and Wordle) for
teaching English vocabulary, for example, predicting main
idea, to learn vocabulary from visual Thesaurus by studying

synonyms and antonyms.
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Most studies in ELT heavily focus on how word clouds can be used for teaching various
skills of English, especially in primary students (e.g., Warner & Jones, 2011). The related literature,
in other words, was very restrictive since teachers’ and students’ attitudes towards the use of word
clouds in classroom were neglected. While reviewing these studies, the researchers found only two
research articles using word clouds at tertiary level (Miley & Read, 2011; Brooks, Gilbuena, Krause
& Koretsky, 2014). In addition, there has been little information available on the use of word clouds
for teaching in Thai EFL contexts. Particularly in the reading class, Thai university students
sometimes could not guess the meaning from context clues and unfamiliar vocabulary (Petchinalert
& Aksornjarun 2017). Considering this problem, this paper, therefore, aims to investigate teacher’s
and students’ attitudes towards the use of word clouds as a pre-reading activity for teaching Thai

EFL students at the tertiary level.

2. Research Methodology
2.1 Participants
The participants were twenty first-year students studying English fundamental course at
Rajamangala University of Technology Phra Nakhon (RMUTP) in the second semester of academic
year 2018. An English instructor with master’s degree in English language teaching who participated
in the workshop how to use technology for English language teaching, organized by the researcher.
Both participants were selected based on consecutive sampling because of accessibility and
voluntarily participation (Martinez-Mesa, Gonzalez-Chica, Duquia, Bonamigo & Bastos, 2016)
2.2 Research Instruments
This section describes three research instruments used in this study: a picture of word clouds,
the questionnaires asking teacher’'s and students’ attitudes, and a lesson plan.
2.2.1 A Picture of Word Clouds
The reading passage entitled “The Secret of Long Life” (Buettner, 2005) was
generated into word clouds by using Wordsift online program. In this study, we chose Wordsift
because it provides a connection of words, identifies and highlights academic words found in the
texts. Figure 2 presents a word cloud image used in this study to engage students to predict the

overview of reading content.

2.2.2 Questionnaires Asking Teacher’s and Students’ Attitudes

The questionnaires examining the teacher’'s and students’ attitudes towards the use
of word clouds as a pre-reading activity in English class were adapted from Kitchakarn’s study
(2015). The four-point Likert scale was used to determine students’ attitudes whether they strongly
agreed or disagreed on using word clouds in teaching a pre-reading activity of English. This
questionnaire consists of fourteen rating items and two open-ended questions. However, one of the
weaknesses was that the four-point scale could not identify neutral options that the participants
were required to confirm their answers. In other words, their responses may not truly reflect their
attitudes. So two open-ended questions were added to increase the accuracy. To construct the
validity, the content was translated into Thai and verified by three expertises in Applied Linguistics.
The reliability of the questionnaires was calculated by using Cronbach’s coefficient alpha measuring
internal consistency. In this study, the reliability was .840, indicating high reliability (Mallery &
George, 2003; Warmbrod, 2014). The teacher was also asked to complete another set of
questionnaires with open-ended questions to get detailed responses on the use of word clouds in
Thai EFL classroom.

2.2.3 Description of Using Word Clouds in English Classroom

In fundamental English course, these university students took 15 minutes in a pre-
reading session. The teacher then introduced word clouds in the classroom as a pre-reading activity

before teaching reading, as shown in a lesson plan in Table 2.

2.3 Data Collection and Analysis

Before the data collection, the English instructor was trained in how word cloud generators
could be applied for English language teaching. According to the lesson plan, the teacher firstly
introduced word clouds of reading texts and engaged in a pre-reading activity. Both teacher and
students were asked to complete the questionnaires reporting their attitudes towards the use of
word clouds at the end of the activity. These responses were analysed by using frequency count,
percentage, mean and standard deviation. In addition to analyzing the Likert-scale questionnaire,
the range is calculated by (4-1 = 3) and divided by four (3 + 4 = 0.75). The mean scores, therefore,

were determined and interpreted as follows (Srisa-ard, 2003):
® mean score from 1.00 to 1.75 is “strongly disagree”
® mean score from 1.76 to 2.50 is “disagree”
® mean score from 2.51 to 3.25 is “agree”

® mean score from 3.26 to 4.00 is “strongly agree”

For the open-ended questions, the data were grouped and categorized descriptively.

3. Results
The results of the study were divided into two parts: the students’ attitudes and the teacher’s

attitudes towards using word clouds as a pre-reading activity in the Thai EFL classroom.

3.1 Students’ Attitudes

Table 3 shows that most students have positive attitudes towards the use of word clouds as
a pre-reading activity in the Thai EFL classroom. The results report that they strongly agreed in
items 4, 7, 9, 11, 13, and 14, indicating that word clouds were interesting, could motivate them to
learn English outside the class, enabled them to learn new vocabulary and to understand reading
text easily. They also added that using word clouds could encourage classroom interaction in

English reading class.

Table 4 presents a summary of students’ responses obtained from the open-ended
questions. All participants report that they liked word clouds as a pre-reading activity for teaching

English. They also showed positive attitudes, which are summarized as follows.

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3.2 Teacher’s Attitudes

For the teacher's attitudes towards using word clouds as a pre-reading activity in EFL
classroom, the results report that word clouds could help engaging students to the lessons,
identifying main ideas from reading texts easily, and creating interactive classroom. In addition, this
instructor was strongly interested in using word clouds for teaching language skills of English such

as writing in English.

In the class,
the students got the main idea easily looking at the colors and words. However,
there were some students who were confused for the first 2-3 minutes about
what they had to do. They didn’t understand the pictures so they had to listen to
their friends first. And then they understood that they could find how important of

each word from its sizes and colors.

4. Discussion and Conclusion
The overall results of the study indicate that both teacher and students expressed positive

attitudes towards the use of word clouds for teaching English reading at tertiary level. The study is
consistent with previous studies (e.g., Warner & Jones, 2011), confirming that word clouds can be
used as a pre-reading activity to enhance English reading skills. In addition, some studies report
positive results indicating that word clouds facilitate vocabulary learning and teaching through
technology. However, there has been little information available, especially investigating the
effectiveness of word clouds for teaching different skills of English for Thai university students.

The results may be somewhat limited by the small size of participants and relying solely on
a questionnaire. In order to provide reliable results, it is suggested investigating the use of word
clouds over a semester and using in-depth methods of data collection.

The results, while preliminary, suggest that using technology such as word cloud generators
could help students to learn English in various aspects, especially learning new vocabulary, getting
an overview of reading texts, understanding main idea of what they are going to read, and creating

interactive classroom for Thai EFL students at tertiary level.

Considering Thai EFL contexts, word clouds can be used for teaching reading skills of
English at tertiary level. However, different word cloud generators provide different graphical images.
Wordsift, for example, displays only content words where functional words are secluded. However, it
shows the relationships of words in reading passage better than other online tools. Other English
language teachers should take this issue into consideration before using word cloud generators for
supporting English language learning and teaching.

For teaching implications, it is also suggested that word clouds can be used with other
teaching activities. For example, in writing class, teacher can encourage students making sentences
from the vocabulary learnt, using word clouds as visual prompt, or as self-reflection on written tasks
since word clouds show the larger word is, the more frequently it is used so the students will be
able to see at a glance which words or phrases they are over-using. In addition, word clouds can be
used as a method of providing data visualization especially in analyzing qualitative data.

To sum up, this study therefore shows that word clouds can be used as a part of pre-
reading activity for teaching Thai EFL students. However, given the low generalizability of the small
sample in the study, we intend to continue our study on word clouds for different language skills
with a larger class size to get a better understanding and to evaluate the use of technology for

teaching English in Thai state university.
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Abstract

This research project was developed and aimed at studying the achievement of pre-study
and post study of animation entitled Mother at High school level as well as explored the learners’
satisfaction towards this animation media story. 30 students from Wat Changron school were
selected by purposive sampling technique as a sample group of this study. The Animation media
entitled Mother at High school level, a self-constructed questionnaire of 5 points Likert (Boonchom
Srisa-art, 2560: online) and Pretest as well as Posttest were the research tools of this project.

researches to search patterns or directions. From observing the behavior of using the senior's
walking assist device and interviewing the 20 specific seniors who used the senior's walking assist
device in Ban Du was found that The number of seniors who used the walking assist device was
female more than males calculated as 80 percent and the remaining was males with 60-69 years
old for 25 percent, 70-79 years old for 70 and 80-89 years old for 5 percent.

This article explores the legal measures for the protection of the privacy rights in relation to
photography and publication. In order to be aware of the problems in protecting the privacy rights
from photography and to publish images by comparing to the United States and to study appropriate
measures for applying the law to protect privacy rights in the event of being photographed and
being publicized.

The studies have shown that photographing in public may be considered case-by-case. It
was found that taking pictures of other people in public is not a violation of privacy rights. But in the
case of taking pictures in secret such as under the skirt even if it is taken in public, it is a violation
of privacy rights. Although being in a public place is considered anonymity, it is not necessary to
reveal every part of the body. It is an act of sexual embarrassment that could consider to be
entered according to Article 278 of the Criminal Code.

In case of publish images, There is Section 326 or 328 of the Criminal Code. But for the
dissemination of images of other people in a appreciated manner without their consent It may be a

violation of privacy rights, which do not cover the protection measures in this respect.

(a) Any person who knowingly uses another's name, voice, signature, photograph, or likeness, in any manner on or in
products, merchandise, or goods, or for purposes of advertising or selling, or soliciting purchases of products,
merchandise, goods or services, without such person's prior consent, or, in the case of a minor, the prior consent of his
parent or legal guardian, shall be liable for any damages sustained by the person or persons injured as a result thereof.
In addition, in any action brought under this section, the person who violated the section shall be liable to the injured
party or parties in an amount equal to the greater of seven hundred fifty dollars ($750) or the actual damages suffered
by him or her as a result of the unauthorized use, and any profits from the unauthorized use that are attributable to the
use and are not taken into account in computing the actual damages. In establishing such profits, the injured party or
parties are required to prove his or her deductible expenses. Punitive damages may also be awarded to the injured

party or parties. The prevailing party in any action under this section shall also be entitled to attorney's fees and costs.
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(b) As used in this section, "photograph" means any photograph or photographic reproduction, still or moving, or any
videotape or live television transmission, of any person, such that the person is readily identifiable.

A person shall be deemed to be readily identifiable from a photograph when one who views the photograph with
the naked eye can reasonably determine that the person depicted in the photograph is the same person who is
complaining of its unauthorized use.

If the photograph includes more than one person so identifiable, then the person or persons complaining of the use
shall be represented as individuals, rather than solely as members of a definable group represented in the photograph.
A definable group includes, but is not limited to, the following examples: a crowd at any sporting event, a crowd in
any street or public building, the audience at any theatrical or stage production, a glee club, or a baseball team.

A person or persons shall be considered to be represented as members of a definable group if they are
represented in the photograph solely as a result of being present at the time the photograph was taken and have not
been singled out as individuals in any manner.

(c) Where a photograph or likeness of an employee of the person using the photograph or likeness appearing in the
advertisement or other publication prepared by or in behalf of the user is only incidental, and not essential, to the
purpose of the publication in which it appears, there shall arise a rebuttable presumption affecting the burden of
producing evidence that the failure to obtain the consent of the employee was not a knowing use of the employee's
photograph or likeness.

(d) For purposes of this section, a use of a name, voice, signature, photograph, or likeness in connection with any news,
public affairs, or sports broadcast or account, or any political campaign, shall not constitute a use for which consent is
required under subdivision (a).

(e) The use of a name, voice, signature, photograph, or likeness in a commercial medium shall not constitute a use for
which consent is required under subdivision (a) solely because the material containing such use is commercially
sponsored or contains paid advertising. Rather it shall be a question of fact whether or not the use of the person's
name, voice, signature, photograph, or likeness was so directly connected with the commercial sponsorship or with the
paid advertising as to create a use for which consent is required under subdivision (a).

(f) Nothing in this section shall apply to the owners or employees of any medium used for advertising, including, but not
limited to, newspapers, magazines, radio and television networks and stations, cable television systems, billboards, and
transit ads, by whom any advertisement or solicitation in violation of this section is published or disseminated, unless it is
established that such owners or employees had knowledge of the unauthorized use of the person's name, voice,
signature, photograph, or likeness as prohibited by this section.

(9) The remedies provided for in this section are cumulative and shall be in addition to any others provided for by law.

(@) Whoever, in the special maritime and teritorial jurisdiction of the United States, has the intent to capture an image of
a private area of an individual without their consent, and knowingly does so under circumstances in which the individual
has a reasonable expectation of privacy, shall be fined under this title or imprisoned not more than one year, or both.

(b) In this section—
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(1) the term “capture”, with respect to an image, means to videotape, photograph, film, record by any means, or
broadcast;
(2) the term “broadcast” means to electronically transmit a visual image with the intent that it be viewed by a person
or persons;
(3) the term “a private area of the individual” means the naked or undergarment clad genitals, pubic area, buttocks,
or female breast of that individual;
(4) the term “female breast” means any portion of the female breast below the top of the areola; and
(5) the term “under circumstances in which that individual has a reasonable expectation of privacy” means—
(A) circumstances in which a reasonable person would believe that he or she could disrobe in privacy,
without being concemned that an image of a private area of the individual was being captured; or
(B) circumstances in which a reasonable person would believe that a private area of the individual would not
be visible to the public, regardless of whether that person is in a public or private place.

(c) This section does not prohibit any lawful law enforcement, correctional, or intelligence activity.
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ABSTRACT

This article focuses on the study of the appropriate legal control for the unmanned aerial
vehicle (UAV) or drone and the comparison laws to the United States of America’s.

The analysis results showed that the criminal laws of various in the United States indicated
that the use of drone to commit crimes, including offenses against life, body, trespass offense and
voyeurism could be considered as an illegal mistakes or the offense because the damage occurred
without the offender approaching the injured person and offense.
