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Abstract

Research is a systematic educational process.It has been, thus, used as development procedure or
problem-solving and as a tool to develop the effective teaching and learning. Teaching methods, particularly
English Language Teaching, are parts of it and are applicable to the English language pedagogy. The objectives
in this article are, therefore, determined to study, analyze, and synthesize the body of knowledge of research
on English teaching methods and teaching procedure for English teachers.

its own specific steps from the beginning to the end of activity.
