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Abstract

The primary objective of this study is to reconstruct the narrative of Khok Phanom Di,
a prehistoric site located in central Thailand. Our assumption is that, by using the same
archaeological data as Higham’s and Thosarat’ s, yet with a different analytical approach, we
may be able to reinterpret the representation of the “Princess of Khok Phanom Di” in different
aspects. Higham (2000) argued that prehistoric women held higher social status than men
because women were “potters”, an important role in pottery production and trading with
external communities, and hence possessed more assets which would be buried with their
bodies after they died.

In this study, | employed the “description” and “interpretation” of archaeological data
through “my” experiences, based on my particular standpoint. The result of this study shows
that gender of prehistoric people in the Khok Phanom Di community are not completely
divided but overlap each other in aspects of social class, status, family relationship, etc. Neither
male nor female is assigned with a fixed social status. There is no absolute power of one
gender over the other. Their different positions at the individual level, however, brings the

difference in their social status.

1. The academic affairs administration model for bilingual schools in Thailand consists
of 6 factors, 1) academic planning factors, 2) learning process development factors, 3)
assessment, evaluation and transfer of academic results, 4) research for improving the quality
of education in educational institutions factors 5) educational supervision factors 6) the
development and the use of technology media for education factors.

2. The results of the assessment and certification of the academic affairs administration
model for bilingual schools in Thailand found that all aspects were appropriate at a high level.
The results of the feasibility of the practical implementation of the academic affairs
administration model for bilingual schools in Thailand were at high levels.

From the suggestion, it should be emphasized on the development of the learning
process by encouraging teachers to organize learning activities that are in line with the needs

of the learners, and encourages students to develop skills and solving various problems.

This qualitative study aims to understand the subjectivity, sensory and patient experiences
with a nasogastric tube. The data collection includes in-depth interview with 7 patients that have
the experience of feeding via nasogastric tube more than 3 weeks, and living in Bangkok or vicinity
after discharge from the hospital, in-depth interview with 10 health care providers including
medical doctors, nurses, and occupational therapists, observation on patient and provider
interactions, their contexts, and drawing technique to understand their idea about a nasogastric
tube and the body. Using the open-ended questions about the experience of feeding via
nasogastric tube, the effect of the nasogastric tube on activities of daily living, and management
of nasogastric tube. The data were collected via tape-recorded interviews and analyzed by
content analysis. The result shows the discourses of feeding via nasogastric tube are getting
adequate nutrition, preventing infection, and provided by the doctor who has more knowledge
than the patient. The medical practice consists of the nasogastric tube insertion technology which
has evidence- based support and provided by the doctor, and the occupational therapist
supervises the patient to follow the suggestions. The subjectivity of feeding with a nasogastric
tube depends on thinking, feeling, experience, and context, all of the components cause the
agency to show positive or negative behavior. The important thing is the nasogastric intubation
affects the gustatory perception and sensory that make the patients suffer. Furthermore, the
patient experiencing the nasogastric tube as a foreign object that affects their life and needs

adjustment, it also makes the patient and family suffer. This study suggests that medical

The purposes of this research are to explore the use of birth control methods and to study factors
related to the choices of birth control methods among undergraduate students in a public university.
Undergraduate students consists of 417 participants, consisting of 154 (36.93%) men and 263 (63.07%)
women. Data were collected using online questionnaires and in-depth interview through telephone. Data
was analyzed by using descriptive statistics data and Chi square test. The content analysis was performed for
qualitative data.

The results show a majority of methods is male condom (90.4%), followed by sexual abstinence

The paper aims to 1) analyze the state of knowledge, information systems, the measures of
resolution in regard to teenage pregnancy problems 2) research systems gap and recommmendation
for research systems regarding teenage pregnancy solutions. Data collection includes 1) a review
literature between 2013-2019 related to teenage pregnancy in Thailand together with theoretical
lens analysis 2) In-depth interviews with 8 informants including academic experts, research manager
and government and non government officers. The content analysis was done from research papers
and interviews.

Teen pregnancy is determined by the complex, multi level social dimensions which are
related to social determinants of health and social vulnerabilities of young people. However,
epidemiological information systems still do not reflect all the information that identifies the
problem. Most studies have found that it is within the framework of behavioral model that aimed at
solving individual level. Most of them tend to focus on the lack knowledge and the limit of access
to contraceptive services that determine teenage pregnancy. In line with the international knowledge
that has been stated teenage pregnancy, research framework should be related to social inequality
focusing structural explanation of social vulnerability and multiple disadvantage (intersectionality).
This is required a framework from trans-disciplines, muti-level perspectives, research methods and
social change strategies. Research systems tend to be for the knowledge based that is needed to
cooperate with the users with focusing to intervene the structural to the change of the mechanism
and structure to solve the problem of teen pregnancy. This article serves to promote the
understanding of the crucial determinants related to teenage pregnancy in Thailand and to
demonstrate the challenges and agenda of research knowledge and research system strategies to
tackle teenage pregnancy problem effectively.

Abstract

The objectives of this qualitative research were: 1. to study the practical curriculum of
electric bass program at the undergraduate level 2. to propose the guideline for teaching in electric
bass program at the undergraduate level in 5 areas consisting of 1) the teaching objectives 2) the
contents of the program 3) the management of the teaching and learning activities 4) the use of
teaching media and equipment 5) measurement and assessment. The study was conducted using
documentary research and semi-structed interviews with 4 bass guitar instructors and 16 students

in Bangkok metropolitan.

The result of the research reveals that the objectives of teaching were set according to the
curriculum and student-centered learning focusing both on theory and practice. The practical
lessons in actual performances were also included. The main teaching media were books,
YouTube’s video and audio recordings. There are evaluations of learming all the time. The research
suggests that instructions must be based on both the curriculum and student-centered leamning
concept since each student has different needs. The teachers must evaluate the potential of each
student before increasing the lesson’s difficulty for each student. Actual concert performances
should also be included in the lesson. The research also finds that the main teaching media were
from Hal Leonard publisher other the supplementary books, video clips from YouTube and audio
recordings. In general leaming situation, instructors should evaluate students individually to better
suit their needs, but in examination, the evaluation of the student performance should also be

from outside musical experts and artists.

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Green Zone Community Dynamics of the Bang Nam Pheung Community

Abstract

This study on green zone community dynamics, physical, economic, social and
cultural changes and adaptations of the Bang Nam Pheung community in Samut Prakan, was aimed
at examining the physical, economic, social and cultural changes of the community in Bang Nam
Pheung, Samut Prakan. The researcher used a qualitative research methodology by observing and
using in-depth instruments in the study with 28 persons involved in three groups. The findings
reveal that Bang Nam Pheung is part of the Kung Bang Krachao area or Koh Krapoh Moo. In the
past, this entire area was made up of fruit orchards. In 1977, the government’s policy was to
conserve the Kung Bang Krachao area by purchasing the area from inhabitants in the
community. The Bang Nam Pheung community covers an area of 103 rai and was made a rural
and agricultural conservation area from that time onward. Concerning the community’ s
physical changes, settling models were found to have changed from settling alongside canals
to alongside roads with less use of agricultural land and more use of residential areas. In the
area of economic changes, the people in the community in the past cultivated orchards, while
current community members have changed to work as company employees and vendors.
Production has changed from using traditional methods to using technology and distribution
changed from trading by water to land. With regard to social changes, more households have
changed from extended families to nuclear families. In the area of community strength, social
groupings in the past were not clearly organized and now have a clearer model. Concerning
cultural changes, housing and residence characteristics in the past were found to be Thai-style
wooden houses, while most modern housing is now half-cement and half-wooden buildings.

According to the findings from application of geographic information systems on
the issue of land utilization models, the area is mostly agricultural land in 1991 with 614.66 rai
(45.75% of the area). In 2017, most of the area was vacant (684.40 rai (50.94% of the area).
With regard to changes in land utilization from 1991 to 2017, only agricultural land showed a

reduction in area size by 284.19 rai. Vacant spaces have had the greatest changes in land

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utilization with an increase of 140.32 rai. On the issue of future land utilization outlook from
2027 to 2037, residential areas are expected have the greatest increase in land utilization by

107.50 rai while agricultural areas are expected to have the greatest reduction by 0.04 rai.

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Leatherback Sea Turtle Conservation Behavior of People in Thai Mueang Beach, Thai

Abstract

The objective of this study was to study leatherback sea turtle conservation behavior
of people in Thai Mueang beach, Thai Mueang district, Phang Nga province in order to examine
differences of factors affecting leatherback sea turtle conservation behavior and to recommend
guidelines for improving the efficiency of leatherback sea turtle conservation to people in Thai
Mueang district, Phang Nga province. This research used both quantitative and qualitative
approach. Questionnaire survey was conducted with 360 respondents. In additions, 4
informants were interviewed. Data analysis includes descriptive statistics including percentage,
mean, standard deviation (S.D.), and inferential statistics for hypothesis testing and variable
correlation testing. For analytical measurements, there are t-test statistics, One-way ANOVA,
and LSD or Fisher’s Least — Significant Different for pair comparisons.

The study found that most of the respondents had leatherback sea turtle conservation
behavior at a moderate level (26.94%), followed by the least level (25.83%). This study also
showed that ages, educational levels, marital status, occupations, average monthly income,
periods of living in the area, experiences of activity participation, knowledge of leatherback sea
turtle conservation, and attitudes towards leatherback sea turtle conservation have differently
affected leatherback sea turtle conservation in statistical significance at 0.05. Two
recommendations were proposed; 1) related agencies should disseminate the knowledge of
leatherback sea turtle to general public through radio, television and online media since the
study showed that radio, television, and online media are the ways which are able to approach
most knowledge; 2) public sectors should organize meetings with the business owners on Thai
Mueang beach in order to raise awareness and collaborate in watching over the beach and

lights which have an impact on nesting of leatherback sea turtle during nesting season.

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A Survey on Opinions Towards Sexual Harassment on Bangkok’s Public Transports

Abstract

Sexual harassment has become one of the emerging social problems increasing in
numbers in Thai society, as appeared through all kinds of media, including televisions,
newspapers, radio, and electronic media. However, it is observed that some people still do
not recognize the significance of this problem because they do not have a deep
understanding about it, and are inclined to consider that it is just a personal issue. That is why
no serious approach is being taken to prevent and find appropriate solutions to sexual
harassment. At present, rapes and sexual harassment happen not only with women but also
with men and LGBT persons. Public transports have become a high-risk location, where sexual
harassment can take place due to its closed and crowded conditions, which facilitate the
conduct of sexual harassment. The purpose of this study was to identify causes, behaviors and
encountering processes after being victims from sexual harassment on Bangkok’s Public
Transport. This study has been certified by the Committee for Research Ethics (Social Sciences)

(MUSSIRB) on 24 January 2019, with no. 2019/199.

This analytical cross-sectional study is conducted with 1,654 people in total, who are
both male and female living in Bangkok. These people are passengers of public transports; bus
operated by BMTA, as well as the private sector, motorcycle taxi, BTS (on the ground train
system), minibus, van taxi, MRT (subway system), car taxi, boat taxi, Grab cars, Airport Rail Link,
Uber cars, planes, and railway. Data collection involved using questionnaires which were
developed and checked in terms of content validity by three specialists as well as being
testified with Cronbach’s coefficient alpha of 0.888. Frequency distribution and percentage
were used to analyses data. The result of this study showed that 44.7% of females reported

they had been sexually harassed on public transport. Traditional taxis were public transport

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systems that were at the highest risk to passengers from sexual harassment (55.6%). Subjects
also said reported they had been subject to individuals looking at pornographic images and
films (45.4%). Respondents said offenders took advantage of congestion during rush hour to
commit acts of sexual harassment on public transport (30.9%) and Bangkok’s Public Transport
was crowded by 52.5%. The attacks could be visual was the most sexual harassment behavior
(18.8%) followed by verbal or whistling tease 13.9%. Encountering processes after being
victims from sexual harassment, respondents chose to remain silent or walk away (23.0%),
asking for help was the most common processes that using to encounter the situation (16.6%).
After facing the situations, the subjects thought that they must notify to related agencies
(45.3%), consulted with friends and family (32.2%) and post this situation on to the internet
(22.4%).

Based on the results of this survey, it reflects that, while essential approaches are
being moved forwards to support the equal rights between men and women, the issue about
gender inequality continues to be observed significantly in the Thai society. Therefore, it is
necessary to apply social measures to improve laws related to sexual harassment in the
future, and for passengers of public transports in Bangkok, especially women and LGBT
persons, to learn skills in appropriately managing sexual harassment and be aware of various

forms and causes of this issue under the complex contexts of public transportation.

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GIS Application in Air Pollution Study in Khon Kaen Province Area

Abstract
This research, GIS Application in Air Pollution Study in Khon Kaen Province Area, aimed to; study
the categories, the amount of air pollutant concentration and the factors effecting to disseminate
substances causing air pollution, and analyze dissemination of air pollution which effects to human body
by applying GIS (Geographic Information System) to forecast the range of Interpolation with IDW method.
The air quality has been divided into 5 ranges such as Very good air quality, Good, Moderate, Begin to
Effect to Health Condition and Effect to Health Condition. As the result of relation analysis from air
pollutant substances effecting to human body, it was found out that there are 3 substances with high
concentration value which effect to health condition in 2019, consists of 1) PM10 with the highest
concentration in dissemination of February as 163.67 ug/m3 which is in the range of Effect to Health
Condition, 2) PM2.5 with the highest concentration in dissemination of March as 109.29 pg/m3 which is
in the range of Begin to Effect to Health Condition and Effect to Health Condition, 3) O3 with the highest
concentration in dissemination of March as 71.92 ppb which is in the range of Begin to Effect to Health
Condition. There are 3 factors provoked air pollution: 1) Buming off the field by farmers, especially
sugarcane and rice field. 2) Incomplete Combustion from automobiles and 3) Construction from SRT
Double Track Railway specifically in the area of Thanon Chira Junction — Khon Kaen which effected from
the large amount of Air-Bome and the most severe health effect found in respiratory system. Thus, as
the researcher’ s suggestion, to reduce air pollution in the area the campaign of impediment burning off
the field should be encouraged, and utilize the yield in other activities instead. When the construction
completed, the traffic density will be lower and flexible. In the same time, air pollution will be decreased,

and better quality of air in Khon Kaen Province could be anticipated respectively.
