compulsory measure, it is empowering management to discriminate or slow down the e-LAAS computer
accounting system or partially select e-LAAS computer accounting system only. Do not let yourself lose
benefits or be easily examined.

2) There is a need for the development of desirable characteristics of
physical education teachers that support the production of students in the teaching profession. Physical
Education Program In general, the needs are at a high level (x=4.49) When considering each aspect found
that Students have the desire to develop desirable characteristics of physical education teachers
regarding teaching and learning activities and student development activities, able to develop the
desirable characteristics of physical education teachers the most.

educational levels and working period have different opinions. As for sex workers Affiliation And different
types of personnel have different opinions Statistical difference at the level of .05 and 3) Suggestions
include 3.1) Organizational structure Management should be flexible and agile for speed in work. 3.2)
Leadership Leaders should listen to opinions and problems of subordinates equally. 3.3) Organizational
culture Should create a transparent and verifiable work atmosphere. 3.4) Incentives should be promoted
with appropriate salaries and compensation, and 3.5) Engagement.

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Review

1. New Order

On March 27, 1968, Suharto was to be a president supported MPRS Decree No. XLIV regarding Suharto
appointment as President of the Republic of Indonesia. The New Order regime was built by the complete
support of groups who wanted to be free from the past, within the Old Order with Soekarno as president.
The New Order government may be a rearrangement of the whole lifetime of the state and therefore the
state and may be a start my point of the correction of past distortions. The New Order are often
interpreted as an order that has an attitude and a deep determination to serve the people and the
national interests supported the Pancasila philosophy and uphold the principles and joints of the 1945
Constitution. "The New Order also can be interpreted as an orderly society and therefore the state
supported law, where there's a balance between individual and community interests and citizens have
leaders or authorities who are subject to applicable regulations” (Suharto, 1967 7)

2. The Condition of Education in New Order

In the development of education, especially at the level of basic education, there is a very significant
leap because of the president's instructions in basic education. However, what is unfortunate is the
application of this presidential instruction only takes place in terms of quantity without being matched by
developments in quality. The most important thing now is to create as many educated graduates as
possible without regard to the quality of teaching and educational outcomes. (Soewarso, 1989)

The implementation of education in the new order period found many obstacles, because the new
order education carried the ideology of "uniformity" so that it could solidify progress in the field of
education. In the New Order education equality in education cannot be created because dominative and
submissive elements are still very thick in the New Order education pattern. At that time, students were
given a heavy and heavy load of subject matter without regard to the limited allocation of interests with
other curriculum factors to be sensitive to the environment. The New Order government, which was led
by Suharto, put forward the motto "building Indonesian people completely and Indonesian society". At
that time all forms of education were aimed at fulfilling the wishes of the authorities, especially for
national development. Students are made to become "workers" who will later act as a ruling tool in
determining the direction of state policy. Education is not intended to maintain human existence, but to
exploit their intellect for the benefit of the ruler.

Even sadder than the New Order government policy towards education is the doctrine system. It was
a system that forced the ideas of the New Order government to take root in the minds of children. The
New Order government indoctrination was carried out centrally. This centralized ideology certainly also
has a large influence in various fields including in the field of education. All education policies are
implemented and controlled from the center. Thus, education during the New Order was not to improve
the standard of living of the people, let alone to improve Indonesia's human resources, but rather to
prioritize political orientation so that everyone always obeys every government policy. Government
decisions are absolute and must not be violated. That is the doctrine of the New Order in our education
system.

Indoctrination during the Suharto era was instilled from the elementary school level to the tertiary
level where education must have freedom of thought. At that time, education was directed at the
development of militant militarism in accordance with the demands of living in an atmosphere of cold

war. Everything is rigid and runs in an authoritarian system. The opening of the Constitution which places
education as one of the top, priorities is one proof that the New Order government is concerned with the
issue of education. However, the strategic role of education was sufficiently realized by the New Order
government so that education was not carried out wholeheartedly. Education carried out by the New
Order government was no more than a political tool. The focus of the development of the new order
government is also more on the economic field.

Finally, education policy in the New Order aimed at differences through clothing and thought. Thus,
causing students could not visionary thought. It was due to the fact that during the new authoritarian era,
it was very hindering the development of ideas originating from students. The existence of sanctions
imposed by the government is one of the problems faced by education in Indonesia. Penalties imposed
by the Indonesian government have always been a thing that is always feared by students. All
organizations, both single and multiple, are formed in a homogeneous culture. Even political parties are
restricted. Only three parties have the right to participate in elections. Is not the policy has violated the
constitution 45 which is the basis of the founding of this country. (Soewarso, 1989)

Education does not have social accountability because the community is not included in the design
of the education system because everything is centralized. Thus, education at the time denied the
pluralism of the people so that tolerance was diminished, only selfish attitudes. As a result of this
government policy, education developed only in Java while in other regions the education system was
less advanced due to the lack of community acceptance of the education system. Finally, the application
of education is not directed at quality but at quantity. This has led to an increase in unemployment at
various levels. Many graduates, but do not have jobs. At that time education accountability was still very
low.

3. Post New Order Education Condition

After the fall of the New Order government in 1998 due to the Asian financial crisis or monetary crisis
which caused the Indonesian economy to weaken and the growing dissatisfaction of the Indonesian
people against the government led by Suharto at that time led to large-scale demonstrations conducted
by various student organizations in various regions. Education during the reformation period developed
basically more advanced than education during the New Order. Education in the reform era prioritizes the
development of students who are more focused on the management of each region (educational
autonomy). However, instead of that, education in Indonesia has not yet experienced equity. This can be
seen from the existence of several schools, especially in rural areas, where there are still limitations in
various aspects of their implementation. The socio-political dynamics of Indonesia which also have an
impact on curriculum changes is a form of improvement in the field of education to improve the quality
of education in Indonesia. To change the education system that was previously very radical, of course
also has problems. the problem was that the teaching staff at the time were products of an inappropriate
education system (Marijan, 2019) It takes a serious decision and political issue to transform the education
system in Indonesia into a national culture builder. However, our education experts are more oriented
towards reading books than doing practice in the field. Elementary school teachers are still only teaching
staff, not teachers who are innocent and imitated as in our national education philosophy for a long time.
Doctors and professors in education must continue to teach in primary and secondary schools so that
they are able to give birth to a culture-based education system, discover facts that can be developed
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into theories, not then gather in the bureaucracy to then arrange education from behind the counter
based on Western theories. While education is carried out by elementary school instructors, it is difficult
to develop it at the next level of education. International schools are needed in response to changing
times, but the opening of international schools by foreigners is very different in terms of culture because
of different educational philosophies. To accelerate and renew the culture of learning not only for formal
schools, but also for informal schools and non-formal schools. At one point the labor market will no
longer see formal school diplomas but see labor skills, and this can be developed in informal and non-
formal schools. At one point, the academic degree is also no longer relevant.

At that time, there was a policy led by the president Abdurrahman Wahid who was famous for a
significant increase in teacher salaries. where Abdurrahman had hopes to improve academic and
professional skills and improve the welfare of education staff so that the education staff could function
optimally, especially in improving character education and character so as to be able to restore the
authority of educational institutions and staff. Empowering educational institutions, both schools and
outside schools, as a center to civilize the value of attitudes and abilities and increase family and
community participation supported by adequate facilities and infrastructure (Aspinall, 2000).

The Era of Educational Reform has advantages. Education in Indonesia is becoming more advanced,
because of the efforts made to advance education and increase motivation for education members both
from teachers and students. But Education in the Reformation Era also has weaknesses. The existing
education system (both implemented by schools and madrasas) as explained by many education experts
as a rigid and centralized education system. This includes all areas; school uniform, curriculum, exam
materials, evaluation system exam materials, and so on. Simple, centralization has been practiced in all
fields relating to the implementation of national education in great detail. In the aspect of curriculum,
originally there was almost no room at all for schools as providers of front guard education to add, let
alone participate in designing curriculum taught in their schools.

The education system never considers the reality that exists in society. Even worse, the community is
considered only as an object of education that is treated as a person who does not have the strength or
ahility to participate in determining the types and forms of education that fit their own needs. Both
systems (centralized and lack of community empowerment) are supported by a rigid bureaucratic system
which is not infrequently used as an instrument of power or political instrument for the authorities. That
is why student’s ethics, behavior, and morals have never been a major concern or measure in life both at
school and at home. Children have never been educated or accustomed to being creative and innovative
and have an orientation to the desire to know (curiosity or like). Lack of attention to this aspect results in
children only being forced to memorize and accept what is being packaged by the teacher at their school
(Soearni, 2003)

Conclusion

After 32 years of being ruled by an authoritarian regime, Indonesia has finally experienced a change
in the post-New Order era. This era is called the era of reform in which it aims to correct the defects
created during the New Order era. Many changes occurred in this reform era both in terms of economic,
social, political, and education. The development of education in this era is arguably better than the new
order. The system for students has been changed and the president's instructions for basic lessons that
discuss Suharto's ideological problems have now been abolished.
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However, even though education in the reform era was better than the new order, this did not mean that
there were no shortcomings. In this reform era the fate of students has improved, but the fate of the
teachers and their teachers has not progressed. The minds of the teachers still cannot keep up with the
changing patterns of the times. This causes the teacher to call the product a failure in teaching. As a form
of solution and improvement in the development of education in Indonesia, what is done is that the
government reviews the implementation of the current curriculum. not only for the sake of momentary
interests but forgetting the interests of the public at large, especially students, teachers and people
working in the educational environment. Some lessons that are indeed worthy of added such as religious
education and moral education must be added, so students can respect others, behave politely, do not
violate immorality and are not easily provoked by emotions which have fatal consequences for
themselves, and others.

Eradication Commission was started in 2010 when the legal committee of the House of Representative
discourse revision of the law Corruption Eradication Commission (Son, 2020). Submissions Revised draft
legislation proposed in September 2019 that shocked the entire people of Indonesia because it is
information that suddenly of such legislature. House of Representatives secretly knocks hammer on full
meeting in mid-September. Where the decision on the revision of Law No. 30 of 2002 about the
Corruption Eradication Commission is approved by all board members present at the plenary meeting
(Haryanti, 2019). House of Representatives only takes 12 days to prepare and ratify the revision of this
legislation in September that and sent to President Joko Widodo (Idhom, 2019). In the end, President
Joko Widodo sent a letter as a sign of government approval to discuss the revision of the Law Corruption
Eradication Commission with the House of Representatives on September 11, 2019. According to
Indonesian Corruption Watch, there are many points in the revision of legislation considered to weaken
the Corruption Eradication Commission (Defianti, 2019). That create public opinion about the revision of
the law would weaken the Corruption Eradication Commission.

3. Rejection by Student Movement

Heard House of Representatives will ratify the revised legislation, the alliance of students and activists
also made a movement to fight to wedge in the revision of the law. The alliance of students and activists
make the student movement to defend democracy where they feel that something is covered and what
is 50 hastily rushed to the House of Representatives to revise a number of laws from the end of their
tenure at the end of 2019 (Mayasari, 2019). The case is highly controversial given for enforcement
democracy student movement recalls the heyday when a student in 1998. The student movement is
made coordination among university students throughout Indonesia to reject Revision Act which will be
passed by the House of Representatives and also President Joko Widodo, Students deem that the
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revision of these laws weaken the Corruption Eradication Commission in some of the provisions so as to
make massive rejection that occurs in all of Indonesia in September 2019. Thousands of students during
the demonstration in front of the House of Representatives to rejected the revision of the Act to be
passed (Lusiana, 2019). The student movement but still ignored by the House of Representatives in the
Decision. The student movement lasted for weeks and made a hashtag that read #ReformasiDiKorupsi
indicating that the students on behalf of the people feel disappointed because of the revision of the
legislation. As a result of the demonstration by students making government took steps to provide extra
security in the demonstration. The rejection was very chaotic and causing casualties, recorded that there
are four people who died and 232 people were injured in a riot demonstration at the time (Bayu, 2019).
Student’s movement continues to demonstrate and demand that President Joko Widodo to Government
Regulation in Lieu of Law (Government Regulation) thwart the law revision. However, despite the number
of victims falling Joko Widodo President still refuses raw crude on student proposals to Government
Regulation in Lieu of Law (Government Regulation) and found to sue through the Constitutional Court. In
this case, the student as a reflection of the people who reject the revision of this law was disappointed
with the response of President Joko Widodo and the decision of the Council of Representatives that led
to the ratification of the revised legislation.

Conclusion

The refusal to revise the law proves that the spirit of the struggle of the student movement to
uphold democracy signifies that the function of students as Change Agents, Control Agents, and Iron
Reserves continues until people today become more critical of the government. The explanation above is
proof that the student movement is proof of democracy in Indonesia is developing well. This is
evidenced by the many concerns of the student movement towards the sustainability of the Indonesian
state. The government should make the Corruption Eradication Commission become a stronger institution
and not intervene in independent government institutions like nowadays. The Student Movement must
continue to maintain the stability of the country, and maintain democracy to defend the sovereignty of
the people.
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Abstract

Since Lon Nol having risen to power and the coup was done by Pol Pot to Lon Nol’s reign was
creating an internal conflict in Cambodia. The conflict in Cambodia has become a threat to security in
ASEAN countries. Pol Pot’s reign was condemned by the international world because it implemented Year
Zero which caused many casualties from that policy and the genocide done by Pol Pot’s reign. The victim
of genocide was Vietnam Descend, thus causing Vietnam to intervened and thrown Pol Pot from the
throne and governed over Cambodia. This conflict causing Indonesia to step up and feel responsible for
resolving the conflict which happened between the two countries. Indonesia was mandated by ASEAN to
reconsolidate and find a way to put an end for the conflict between Vietnam and Cambodia by being
appointed as mediator. The conflict was resolved because of a breakthrough from The Jakarta Informal
Meeting which led to the signing of the Paris Agreement Document in The Paris International Conference
on Cambodia.

Introduction

Conflicts that happened internationally are one example of an action that commenced by one
country to achieving or sequencing their interests which they had. Many factors could affect a conflict of
a war that happened inside a country, but a conflict of war between countries is often caused by fight
over territory or difference between respected ideologies. Besides the example mentioned above, the
conflict caused by internal factors could be ignited due to no stability existed inside the mentioned
country. Internal conflict is often created massive collateral damage, mostly civilian. If particular conflict
left unchecked it could be affecting political stability on the regional level or worse, threatening world
peace. Especially one with an international dimension, must be located in the context of the
international system. In such a system, capabilities determine its power structures (Singh, 1999).

The mediation is often conducted by the third party who acted as a mediator, one who could be
mediating a conflict that happened. Mediation could be referred to as an action in which creating an
intervention to resolve conflict and quarrel between countries (Herrman, 2009). To resolve a conflict, the
mediator could not be biased towards one from two parties on a conflict. The case of Cambodia serves
to illustrate the point. In its eagerness to resolve conflict, the international community was party to the
reluctance of the various Cambodian factions to address the horror of genocide perpetrated by the
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Khmer Rouge government in its short tenure in power (Mani, 1998). In 1975 Cambodians is delighted,
knowing that Pol Pot succeeded in overthrowing Lon Nol from the throne.

Indonesia, which is one of the founding countries of ASEAN, has responsibility in showing its role and
capacity as a stabilizer in the ASEAN region. Sihanouk, who is one of the presidents of the Coalition
Government of Democratic Kampuchea (CGDK), has the agreement of the countries belonging to ASEAN
and also several other United Nations members. Indonesia’s ability to resolve a conflict in ASEAN cannot
be taken lightly and had been proven since ASEAN countries had recognized Indonesia as one of the
countries which acted as mediator and broker in ASEAN. In 1984, there was ASEAN’s convention which
happened in Jakarta with an agenda addressing the conflict in Cambodia. This convention was proposed
by Indonesia’s Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Mochtar Kusumaatmaja who was trying to develop a strategy to
end Cambodian conflict peacefully.

This Object article is intended to explain Indonesia’s role at The Paris International Conference on
Cambodia. However, Indonesia is one nation among others which is part of ASEAN, therefore it has an
important role and obligation to helping reconciliation and resolving a conflict that happened in
Cambodia. The other objective of this article is finding out how Indonesia plays its role in The Paris
International Conference on Cambodia. And method

And Methodology The method author used to write this article is a literature review. On this matter,
the author was looking and gathering resources that correlated with the theme of this article which had
been set before. The sources were getting his resources from articles, books, and the intemet.

Review

1. Lon Nol’s Coup

Lon Nol, who had an ambition to rule Cambodia always had a plan to overthrow the rightful ruler,
who was ruled by Sihanouk. When Sihanouk went for official visitation to Moscow and Beijing in late 1970,
Lon Nol was not going to waste that time to start a coup in Sihanouk reign and ruled Cambodia. At that
time, Lon Nol was backed by the United States of America. Lon Nol overthrew Sihanouk by asking
Senates to investigate democratic frauds done by Sihanouk with re-election to evaluate Sihanouk
eligibility in ruling Cambodia. When the senates evaluated matters which asked by Lon Nol, they found
out that Sihanouk was not eligible to rule Cambodia. With those secrets out in the open, Cambodians
started to lose their trust and doubt to their leader, Sihanouk. With Cambodians lost their trust, Sihanouk
lost, and the coup which Lon Nol started succeeded and he rose to the throne. In 1975, Lon Nol’s reign
was undergone political situation and security instability. This happened because there was a conflict
between Republic Khmer under Lon Nol and Red Khmer under Pol Pot. While Republic Khmer got backed
up by the USA, Red Khmer got theirs from China. Civil war bound to happen, with Pol Pot’s army had to
siege Lon Nol’s defenses, Pol Pot’s army won the battle and he succeeded in overthrown Lon Nol.

2. Pol Pot’s Reign and Democratic Kampuchea

After Lon Nol was overthrown from the throne of Cambodia, Pol Pot rose to power, sadly it was
turned to be a nightmare for Cambodians. Their life turned out to be worse than the last reign. Under the
Khmer Rouge rule, most of the country's economic and social infrastructure was dismantled. All economic
activities became part of the state apparatus. There were no markets and no independent production or
means of exchange; currency was abolished. Schools ceased to function and many were destroyed or put
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to other uses. The country's Buddhist pagodas were defaced and converted into communal dining halls
and storage sheds (Curtis, 1993).

Cambodians were forced to work under intimidation and without payment and ransom. Besides
slavery which caused people to suffer and ended with a horrible death, there was also genocide done by
Red Khmer’s reign. The death tolls were estimate by 2.52 million deaths (1.52 million males and 1.00
million females) (Heuveline, 2016). To start on their independent path to modernity, the Khmer Rouge re-
set the Cambodian clock to Year Zero. The wholesale execution of Buddhist monks, civil servants, and
the urban educated class under the Khmer Rouge rule from 1975 to 1979 was intended to transform
society of bourgeois elements and religion (Gellman, 2010). Living conditions under the Khmer Rouge rule
were extremely harsh, with collective manual labor for up to 18 hours a day, often with only starvation
rations of food (Curtis, 1993). In 1979 was the peak of Vietnam’s intervention because Cambodia was not
responding protest which Vietnam filed, Vietnam went from intervention to military intervention and was
succeeded to put Pol Pot’s reign down and possessed Cambodian governance for a while. Vietnam’s
action which takes hold of Cambodian was criticized by ASEAN and the UN alike, but Vietnam pleads that
their intervention was supposed to freed and protected Cambodian from Pol Pot tyranny. Furthermore,
this standpoint was also supported by ASEAN countries’ fear for the communist influence which could
threaten ASEAN countries which neighboring Cambodia (Peang-Meth, 1990).

3. Indonesia as Moderator in Paris International Conference on Cambodia.

Indonesia is a country that has a democratic and sovereign governance system. Therefore, Indonesia
would always keep and stand the principles of equality and world order, especially in ASEAN. World order
could be realized by giving a country’s right to deciding its fate to live alongside each other peacefully.
Therefore, Indonesia would always be criticized and condemned the act of intervention from a foreign
country. The intervention could take form ranging from political and economic pressures, or economy
controlled by other countries. This response is singular with what had been written on the preamble of
the 1945 State Constitution of the Republic of Indonesia, where Indonesia has a responsibility to create
and maintain world order based on freedom, forever-peace, and social justice.

Based on ASEAN’s official documents referring to democracy was first mentioned in the declaration of
ASEAN Concord Il (Bali Concord Il), which was adopted from the ninth ASEAN Summit (KTT ASEAN) in
October 2003 (Secretariat, 2003). The promotion of democracy in ASEAN was followed by a concept
called ASEAN Security Community (ASC) which was first proposed by Indonesia. That concept was used to
promoting democracy in ASEAN, democracy which highlighting the importance of societal participation, for
example, was chose their leader through an election, running a good governance, to strengthen justice
system and law reformation, and to promote human rights and obligations with the establishment of
ASEAN commission for human rights (Emmerson, 2009)

4. D. Cocktail Party, Breath of Fresh Air

That visitation created communiqué to do an informal meeting or “Cocktail Party” which was
planned to be two stages. The first stage would be a meeting between CGDK and Heng Samrin group,
second would be meeting which includes Vietnam and ASEAN. With Ho Chi Minh Understanding
commitment, Indonesia was reassured by Vietnam that they would come to the meeting. This was fresh
air for Indonesia because its attempt to make reconciliation through a diplomatic way would soon be
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realized after all. Cambodia also attended the “Cocktail Party”. Indonesia which acted as interlocutor was
resilient and wanted to show ASEAN about its diplomatic prowess.

5. Jakarta Informal Meeting and the Signing of Paris Agreement

Even though Ho Chi Minh Understanding was a breakthrough which was initiated by Indonesia as
ASEAN interlocutor, there were ASEAN countries disagreed about it, which was making Al Alatas, Mochtar
successor visited those countries. Ali’s resilience was succeeded in making those countries and even
other international community believed in this initiation. The next job for Ali was convincing CGDK to
participate in Jakarta Informal Meeting (JIM) which soon to be held. This would be commenced on the
UNESCAP conference in Jakarta on April 13, 1988. In 1980 the reconciliation was getting progressive with
the help of the UN’s Security Council. With the agreement from the Paris International Conference on
Cambodia, the UN had its framework to create the Supreme National Council of Cambodia (SNCC). On
October 23, 1991, the Paris International Conference on Cambodia was being held under Indonesia and
Paris resulting in the signing of the Paris Agreement Document. That agreement was the end of the
process of conflict resolving on Cambodia (Haas, 1991).

Conclusion

Indonesia is one of the ASEAN countries that has an important role in conflict resolution between
Vietnam and Cambodia which had a long history. Indonesia anchored its decision based on preamble of
the 1945 State Constitution of the Republic of Indonesia which participated in creating world order. The
principle of its constitution was implemented in the process of resolving the conflict between Vietnam
and Cambodia. With resilience and everlasting spirit, Indonesia succeeded to bring peace for both parties,
namely Vietnam and Cambodia through the signing of the Paris Agreement Document in Paris
International Conference on Cambodia. That document is a sign which had been recognized as a symbol
of peace between Vietnam and Cambodia. Diplomacy is one of the important instruments in
implementing a country's national interests. Diplomacy is the main tool in determining state interests or
the practice of negotiations between countries through official representation. As a form of preventive
action in the event of another conflict involving Cambodia and Vietnam, the first thing that needs to be
done by both is through an act of peaceful resolution of the conflict (diplomatic). Because diplomatic
action can be found in various types of international treaties contained in the United Nations Charter. In
terms of diplomacy, various things that need to be known, namely: 1) Negotiation: Negotiations are
conducted directly between the parties to the dispute through dialogue without involving a third party.
Article 33 paragraph (1) of the Charter of the United Nations puts negotiation as the first way to resolve
disputes. 2) Inquiry: Inquiry is a body formed by the country in dispute. This body was formed to
investigate the facts that occur in the field. The facts found are then reported to the parties to the
dispute, so that both parties can resolve the issue. 3) Mediation: In this mediation action, requires
assistance from a third party. The parties can currently be individuals, groups, countries or international
organizations. If indeed these actions do not get results, one alternative is international judicial settlement
dispute resolution through the International Court. The International Court of Justice is a juridical
institution of the United Nations. The international court is the main organ of the United Nations judiciary.
The function of the international court is to explain cases of international disputes where the subject is
the state.
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
