plan 5) The community representatives or of any entities concerned or effected by an offence committed
The qualifications are more transparent 6) The facilitator in a conference on preparation of the Rehabilitation
plan are more transparent.

The model draft included 8
learning components including ground principles and theories, objectives, and 6 processes in Chinese
reading comprehension skill development for bachelor degree students. 3. The effects of the learning
management model for developing Chinese reading comprehension skills of bachelor degree students
could be seen below at 82.37/83.80 (E1/E2 = 82.37/83.80) and There was a significant difference between
students’ scores before and after learning with the developed model at the statistical level of .05. and The
students’ satisfaction learning with the learmning management model for developing Chinese reading

This study was a qualitative and documentary research

by studying the fact-finding process in accusatorial and inquisitorial systems and the roles of the court on

the fact-finding process for corruption and misconduct cases in abroad. The documentary research was

conducted from related documents, laws, regulations, rules, provisions, and correlated reports with fact-

finding process of the criminal court for corruption and misconduct cases. It was found that (1) the role of
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the court in fact-finding process of the criminal court for corruption and misconduct cases used an
inquisitorial system. The court is responsible for fact-finding process by itself and calling for further evidence.
(2) Problems in fact-finding process were 2 points 2.1) a preliminary examination in accordance with the
provisions is only allowable the court conducts preliminary examination in criminal cases filed by injured
persons. In the cases filed by either the attorney general or the chairman of national anti-corruption
commission, the court renders an order to accept the charge without preliminary examination. There is no
need to conduct preliminary examination in the cases filed by either the public prosecutor or the national
anti- corruption commission However a preliminary examination may be investigated, if the court deems
appropriate. 2.2) In the process of adjudication, in practice, the court still applies the principle of in Dubio
Pro Reo. For limitations in fact-finding process, judges still have an attitude according to the code of criminal
procedure and judicial conduct (No.9) focused on an accusatorial system. In addition, transfer order is also
a cause to interrupt the experience and expertise of judges in the inquisitorial system. Therefore, the
researcher would like to propose a clear amendment to the law regarding problems and limitations in fact-
finding process of the criminal court for corruption and misconduct cases under the administration of justice

in the inquiry system.

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Abstract

The objectives of this study were 1) to study factors affecting adult smoking cessation in Pak Thongchai
district, Nakhon Ratchasima province; 2) to establish an approach to adult smoking cessation in sub-district
health promoting hospitals; and, 3) to test the designed smoking cessation approach in sub-district health

promoting hospitals, divided into three phases. Phase 1: the researcher conducted a study to learn about
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casual factors that affected smoking habits along with smoking reduction and cessation of adults in Pak
Thong Chai district. The population consisted of 398 people using the accidental sampling method. The
data was collected through questionnaires and was analyzed with multiple linear regression. Phases 2: To
establish an approach, the researcher brought the result from ‘Phase 1’ to conduct a brain storming and a
focus group with 45 stakeholders such as specialists, public health personnel who are responsible for drug
treatment programs, and public health volunteers for a brainstorming session. The result from the meetings,
thus, had been delivered to five specialists to assess the appropriateness of the approach before a trial run.
Phase 3: the researcher then tested the approach with adults who are addicted to cigarettes. The samples
consisted of 40 adults from 16 villages in Toom sub-district, Pak Thong Chai district, Nakhon Ratchasima
province. The samples were asked to complete a questionnaire before and after the training; and, the
statistical data was analyzed by t-test analysis. After the training, smoking therapy had been carried out
over a twenty-week period with the help of public health volunteers. The results showed that Phase 1: the
factors affecting smoking habits and smoking cessation of adults in Pak Thong Chai district at a significance
level of .05 were reinforcing factors (0.315), enabling factors (0.221), predisposing factors (0.167), and
knowledge factors (0.157), respectively. Phases 2: Seven activities were found in the approach establishing
session including building a relationship, general knowledge about cigarettes, tobacco law, tobacco control
in a community level, family expectation, Idea of smoking therapy, and empowerment and twenty-week
period of the continuous therapy program. Phase 3: After the trial run of the adult smoking cessation
approach, the findings of before and after the training showed a statistically significant difference at .01.
The result of the continuous therapy program revealed that all of the samples were able to reduce and

stop smoking by 95 percentage points.

The objective of this thesis is to study legal measures relating to the liability in the establishment of a
law office due to at present the establishment of a law office is still independent while there is still no

provision for liability of the law office. Therefore, to provide guidelines in establishing an effective and
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standardized law office including stipulating penalties for law offices is the purpose of this study.The findings
reveal that (1) as for problems concerning the establishment of the law office under the Lawyer Act B.E.
2528, Article 42. In this regard, as there is currently no law concerning the structure of the establishment of
the law office in which, under the Lawyer Act B.E. 2528, Section 42, it defines only that the Registrar of
Lawyers shall notify the establishment of the law office in the register only. It is not required that the
applicant for registration of law office establishment must be a licensed attorney. This makes the
establishment of a law office to be conducted by anyone interested and wanting to do this business without
any department or organization to inspect, supervise and control to be standardized and recognized for
the public (2) As for problem concerning the involvement in liability to the misconduct of lawyer's etiquette
of the lawyer in the law office under Regulation of the Lawyer Council regarding the Etiquette of Lawyer
B.E 2529 Section 1 Article 4, there is nothing mentioned about the law office. Therefore, such regulation
cannot be also enforced with the law office. Regardless of the type of attorney office established, it is not
liable under the Regulation of the Lawyers Council of the etiquette of lawyers in any case and (3) As for
problems relating to penalties for law firms that have misconduct. Since there is no statutory provision
related to probation, the prohibition of business operations within the time limit or fine imposing of the
law firm, especially in the case of the legal professional in the jurisdiction, or such law office or the
involvement in recognizing or encouraging legal professionals in the jurisdiction or law office to misconduct
the regulations of the etiquette of lawyers. As a result, the law offices have no fear and do not strictly
adhere to the inspection to prevent the lawyer from behaving in violation of the etiquette of the lawyer.
Therefore, the author recommends the amendment of Lawyer Act B.E. 2528 and the Regulations of the
Lawyers Council of Thailand on the Etiquette of Lawyers B.E 2529 to be made concerning the liability of
the Law Office.

The setting up of Court
of Monks rules in considering the wrong doing of monks only with Monks Rules, so that they will be punished
by means of LAW Court. If that is the wrong doing of Monks Law so, it should be applied with Monk Law in
the law Court and if that wrong doing along with Criminal Law or Civil and Criminal Laws or other laws. It
should be considered by those Court concerned.But while the monks wrong doing to the Chief monk and
to the monk Governing Court, it should allow the loser to sue the Monk court for the Justice for the monk
who works for the monks group. Suggestion; By the means to consider the wrong doing monk , if it is
developed the form of Court of Monk Rules and Court of Monk Governing, this will certainly format the
justice for Thai Monks. The monks will certainly be treated equally, so, we would suggest to create the

The statistics used were percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test
(Dependent Samples) The research Findings revealed that: 1) the efficiency of learning activity management
of Chinese reading and vocabulary writing by using CIRC cooperative learning technique with songs for 3™
grade students was 86.06/79.87 which was higher than the set criteria; 2) The results indicated that the
average post-test score of the students for Chinese reading and vocabulary writing after using learning
activity management by using CIRC cooperative learning technique with songs was significantly higher than
that of the pre-test at the .05 level; and 3) the overall students’ satisfaction with the learning activity

management by using CIRC cooperative learning technique with songs was at a high level (x=2.62)

The purpose of this research was to study everyday politics of venders in Indochina border market,
Mukdahan province under the implementation of the NCPO's Special Economic Zones and National
Security Policy in Mukdahan between 2015 - 2019. This research applied qualitative methodology. The

data was collected from observations and in-depth interviews. The research target group is the vendors in
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the Indochina market of Mukdahan Province, government officials and represented the Mukdahan
Chamber of Commerce board, a total of 20 people that comes from the Purposive sampling method. The
results found that the everyday politics of venders in Indochina border market, under the Special
Economic Zones policy the Thai government intended to derive benefits from the Economic Corridor plan
resulting in new projects and activities in Mukdahan and Indochina market. These were, for example,
inflows of capital in the form of cooperation between the government and private domestic banks, an
Indochina market renovation project, reformation of Indochina market, as well as order restoration of the
border. Such projects and activities caused traders to develop certain everyday political behavior, finding
opportunities and opening negotiations in projects and activities so as to obtain self-benefits. These
included fostering patronage relationships with local politicians and maintaining good relationships with
government officials, which was a strategy large traders in a network of local power offer help and
support, financially, when one party was in trouble, offering help as siblings or close friends would, and
providing financial support in local politics, both in the past and as continuing support.

The purposes of this study were 1) to study factors influencing the performance of royal irrigation
officers in the Chi Basin provinces; 2) to design a model to enhance the performance of royal irrigation
officers in the Chi Basin provinces; and, 3) to carry out a trial run and assess the performance enhancement
model.

The factors influencing the performance of royal irrigation officers in the Chi Basin provinces (Ql=.05) were
teamwork (B:O.64), leadership (B:O.45), self—conﬁdence(B:O.30), motivation (B:O.ZO), and role recognition
(3:0.15), respectively. 2. Performance enhancement of the royal irrigation officers in the Chi Basin provinces
model consisted of 16 activities: 1) knowledge of leadership, 2) vision development and achievement, 3)
self-awareness, 4) emotional development, 5) well dressing, 6) employment of the Johari Window
technique, 7) roles and duties recognition, 8) leaders searching activity, 9) leadership development, 10)
teamwork, 11) individual and team development, 12) speech style development, 13) 'My Impression'
activity, 14) morale-building activity, 15) politely speaking, and 16) role-playing activities. 3. The result of
the performance enhancement model of the royal irrigation officers showed that there were statistically
significant differences at the level of .05 between the pre-and-post test of the model. To be more precise,

This research aimed at exploring the effect of the classroom management of teachers on school
facilities. A survey was administered to 317 teachers who work at elementary school in Vientiane city, Lao
PDR. Taro Yamane’s calculation was applied to determine sample size and using the Stratified Random
Sampling method. The 5-rating scale was distributed to the sample. To examine the relationships between
the variables, inferential statistics (Pearson’s correlation coefficient and stepwise multiple regression) were
used in this research. The results found that The highest mean score of independent variables of classroom
management was namely setting up rules and procedures (x=4.12) followed by managing instruction
(x=4.10)building a positive interrelationship (x=4.09) and organizing physical environment (x=4.05). The
lowest mean score was namely managing behaviors (x=4.04). The overall mean score for classroom
management was at a high average (x=4.08). Meanwhile, the highest mean score of the component of
school facilities was namely related to student learning (x=4.13), followed by the quality is a conducive
environment to student behaviors (x=4.07), Facilities are maintained is related to student performance
(x=4.02), and The quality of school facilities is related to teacher motivation to teach (x=4.01). The overall
mean score for school facilities was high (x=4.05). The Effect of Classroom Management Practice on
Managing School Facilities in Vientiane City, Lao PDR was at a strong and positive correlation with statistically
significant at the level of .01 with a very strong correlation (r=.85). In the context, the Setting up rules and
procedures (B:.46) was the most important predictor, followed by Building a positive interrelationship
(B=.29), Managing instruction (B=.13), and Managing behaviors (B=.10), respectively. The summary statistics
of the estimated regression equation showed the variables for which the coefficients are statistically
significant. These four independent variables of classroom management practice were successfully

contributing 79.6 percent of the variance towards school facilities.

Introduction
Although a variety of factors influence student success in school, teachers still have a major impact

on the probability of that success (Stronge, Ward, & Grant, 2011). However, the teachers nowadays are
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facing different challenges with what they used to heading since the emerging of smartphone connected
to the internet massively (Wagner, 2008). For instance, reveals that the matter most is currently what
student can do with what they know is more important. This can be identified that teaching competency
of teachers needs to be developed from time to time as students require more adequate approach to
learn. It is not relevant to teach them by implementing one-way learning process in where students just
listen to the teachers’ instruction and memorize only to the text. In other words, teacher-centered against
the opportunity for students to learn something individually.

Teaching and learning process that is very conducive for student to do is closely to the teacher’s
competency in managing classroom. According to Pitsoe & Letseka (2013), classroom management refers
to the methods or system used to organize classroom activities, instruction, physical structure and other
features time, to create a conducive and productive environment, and to minimize the behavioral problems
and disruption to maximize effective teaching and learning. According to Sieberer-Nagler (2016) classroom
management is intended to provide students with opportunities to learn all the things that a teacher does
to organize students, space, time, and materials so that students” learning can take place. Students should
be able to carry out their maximum potential, which allows students to develop appropriate behavior
patterns. Teachers must deal with unexpected moment occurring during instructional time and can control
student behavior, using effective classroom management strategies. That crucial moment requires
classroom management skills. The Effective classroom management and positive classroom climate
construction are essential goals for all teachers. Teachers are supposed to be having such a professional
teaching. In the ASEAN educational context, since early 2000s, each member countries started to develop
professional teacher. Including Lao PDR found out itself into two reform policies that relate to teaching
competencies: First, The Teacher Education Strategy for 2006-2015 and the second, an action plan called
Teacher Education Strategy and Action Plan (TESAP) that included teachers’ teaching competence in
managing classroom. As Keoviphone & Wibowo (2015) studied, instructional issue was based on teaching
method which emphasis on memorization was heavily applied. Teachers tended to give lecturing on the
content rather than the active participation from students. Child-centered approach was not well-organized
among teachers. Accordingly, Students were found limited ability in problem solving skills, analytical
thinking, and synthetic skills (Keoviphone et al., 2015). It was concluded that the quality of learning outcome
is involved with the quality of teachers who are managing learning process in classroom (Sulisworo, Sulistyo,
& Akhsan, 2017)

It is important that teachers have an in-depth understanding of the subjects that they teach. But the
knowledge of subject matter alone is not sufficient to ensure that teachers will be significantly influencing
and that students succeed in their learning. To be effective, teachers also must understand their students’
interests and styles of learning. The knowledge base of motivation is so extensive that the crucial factor is
making the best choice for a problem (Alderman, 2013). All those agenda are immediately inside the

competence that is in managing classroom. As it covers elements that influence student achievement and
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vice versa as teachers’ performance. In addition, R. J. Marzano & Pickering (2010) mentioned that
instructional roles, curriculum and classroom management as the three roles of effective and highlights
that no single role by itself is sufficient to guarantee student learning. However, R. J. Marzano & Pickering
(2010) pointed out that good teaching refers to a blending of classroom management strategies and
interesting teaching approaches that can function and motivate students to enhance the achievement of
teaching objectives.

The against background, it was a student-centered, students do not depend on their teacher all the
time, the students become active participants in the learning process and the teachers must guide students,
manage their activities, and direct their learning. To support that R. Marzano (2006) exclaims that effective
teaching and learning cannot take place in a poorly managed classroom. Therefore, it is needed to
understand that by having school facilities, teachers’ classroom management determined quality of
teaching and learning. This research is intended to find out the effect of classroom management on school

facilities in Lao PDR.

Purposes
The main aim of this research was to explore the effect of Classroom management of teachers on
school facilities In Vientiane. More specifically the research sought:
To identify the perceptions of classroom management practice and school facilities level.
To study the relationship between the perceptions of classroom management practice and school facilities

level.

Research Methodology

The researchers utilized a survey questionnaire as a method to collect quantitative data. The target
group was 1528 elementary teachers who worked in elementary schools in Laos. According to Taro Yamane
calculation at the 95 percent confident level, the sample size was 317 elementary school teachers in
Vientiane city, Laos. The samples were randomly selected as a stratified random sampling was administered
to select samples size.

Survey questions in the form of a questionnaire were distributed to the 317 teachers to collect
information on their perceptions on classroom management and school facilities. This method benefits in
terms of describing phenomena, objects, beings, and various fields (Kaptan, 1998). Hence, it is easier to
comprehend and associate concepts by dividing them into groups. Survey model is ideal for studies aiming
to describe phenomena as they are (Karasar, 2007). Moreover, providing an excellent means of measuring
attitudes and orientations in a large population which can, therefore, be generalized to a larger population
(De Lisle, 2011).

The survey guestionnaire instrument was administered in Lao language to ensure that the respondents

were clear about the statements. There were 77 questions in three sections in this instrument.
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Section A of the questionnaire was intended to gather information regarding demographic factors of
the respondents which included information pertaining to their personal background such as age, gender,
level of education, and working experience.

Section B was particularly designed by the researchers to assess the frequency of the classroom
management practice. There were five components of classroom management, namely Setting up rules
and procedures (8 items), building a positive interrelationship (7 items), organizing physical environment (10
items), managing instruction (8 items), and managing behaviors (12 items), giving a total of 45 items. To
measure the respondents’ responses toward classroom management practice, a five-point Likert scale was
applied.

Section C of the instrument was used to gain information about school facilities. Four criteria of school
facilities were assessed, giving a total of 32 items in Section C. This section was used to measure the
conditions of school facilities such as school facilities are related to student learning, (8 items), the quality
of school facilities creates an atmosphere that is related to student behavior (8 items) facilities are
maintained is related to student performance (10 items), and quality of school facilities is related to teacher
motivation to teach (6 items). Section C was scored using a five-point Likert scale.

This questionnaire was evaluated by several experts for comment and feedback for validation
contents. The experts were selected using the criteria based on their expertise. The five experts were a
professor in educational administration, two excellent teachers from elementary schools. The feedback
gathered by the experts concluded that some modifications were made to the original instrument.

Pilot testing of the instrument was conducted using 25 teachers, but they were not included as part
of the actual study. They were elective so that their structure and population representation were the
same as in the actual study. To improve the quality of the items in the instrument, they were also asked
to give suggestions and comments on the items in the instrument. Revisions were made based on the
suggestions and feedback from the 25 participants. It could be concluded that the instruments were reliable
and valid to use as the Cronbach alpha values indicated that all the research variables had high values
ranging from .87 for classroom management and to .89 school facilities, respectively.

Descriptive statistics were determined based on the mean score and standard deviation. Furthermore,
inferential statistics (Pearson’s correlation coefficient and multiple regression analysis) were used to explain

the relationships between classroom management practice and the school facilities.

Results

The perceptions of classroom management practice and school facilities level Table 1 shows the mean
scores and standard deviations of the components of classroom management including setting up rules
and procedures, building a positive interrelationship, organizing physical environment, managing instruction,
and managing behaviors. As indicated in Table 1, the mean score for the five components of classroom

management ranged from 4.08 to 4.32. The identification of the level of variables based on mean score
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used the interpretation criteria proposed by Srisa-ard (2003) 4.51 to 5.00 refers to the highest level, 3.51 to
4.50 refers to the high level, 2.51 to 3.50 refers to the medium level, 1.51 to 2.50 refers to the low level,

and 1.00 to 1.50 refers to lowest level.

The results of the study revealed that all the components of classroom management were at high
level. Considering the first three orders, the highest was setting up rules and procedures (x=4.12) The
second order was managing instruction (x=4.10) followed by building a positive interrelationship (x=4.09)
and organizing physical environment (x=4.05) The lowest mean score was managing behaviors (x=4.04,
SD=.70). The overall mean score for classroom management was high (x=4.08) Furthermore, the overall
average mean score of school facilities was high. Considering each component of school facilities, the
ranking in order from high to low was school facilities were namely related to student learning (x=4.13)
followed by conducive environment to student behavior (x=4.07) related to student performance (x=4.02),
and related to teacher motivation to teach (x=4.01) The mean scores ranged from 4.01 to 4.13, indicating
that all four components were highly practiced. The overall mean score of school facilities was high (x=4.05).
The Relationship between the perceptions of classroom management practice and school facilities level.

Based the interpretation of correlation coefficients by De Vaus (2002), he suggested for the absolute
value of r =.00-.19 referred to relationship between classroom management and school facilities was “very
weak”, .20-.39 “weak”, .40-.59 “moderate”, .60-.79 “strong”, .80-1.0 “very strong”. The Pearson’s
correlation coefficients between the five independents variables of classroom management and school
facilities showed a significant relationship at the .01 level, with the association being strong and positive.
Considering the strength of the correlation results, the ranking in order from high to low was managing
instruction, setting up rules and procedures, organizing physical environment, managing behaviors, and
building a positive interrelationship. The following table shows the r value and p.

As indicated in Table 2, the independent variables of classroom management were significant, positive,
and very strongly correlated with all components of school facilities. The strongest strength was managing
instruction (r= 0.85; p<.00), followed by setting up rules and procedures (r=0.82; p<.00), organizing physical
environment (r=0.74; p<.03), Managing behaviors (r=0.71; p<.01), respectively. The only variable of building
a positive interrelationship with the weakest association strength (r=0.68; p<.00), but it still had a moderate
correlation. To identify the significant predictor for school facilities, Multiple Regression Analysis was
calculated. In this analysis, the five components of classroom management were treated as predictor
variables, while school facilities were treated as the dependent variable. The result of ANOVA calculation
was significant with the sig value .00 as know that .00<.05 intepreted as significant. Based on SPSS 24, the
score of R2 was .796. This indicated that the independent variables of classroom management practice
were 79% influencing on managing school facilities. The purpose of calculating multiple regression was to
identify the independent variables of classroom management practice that have a significant impact on
managing school facilities, that is, the components which constitute the predictors for school facilities. The
estimated regression equation was significant at .01 (p<.01), implying that from the five predictor variables,
four variables (Setting up rules and procedures, Building a positive interrelationship, Managing instruction,
and Managing behaviors) had an impact on school facilities, thereby qualifying these to be the predictors
for the latter. In light, these four variables had a linear relationship with school facilities. The adjusted R2
of .796 shows that the impact of the four significant predictors accounted for 79.6 percent of variation in
the dependent variable. The adjusted R2 of .796 in Table 3 shows that the impact of Setting up rules and
procedures was 74.9 percent, building a positive interrelationship was 3.4 percent, managing instruction was
1.0 percent, and the managing behaviors was 0.3 percent. In conclusion, the four variables accounted for
79.6 percent of variation in the dependent variable.

In this analysis, the size of the standardized coefficient (B) directly indicated the importance of these
predictors relative to one another. In this context, the Setting up rules and procedures (B:.46) was the
most important predictor, followed by Building a positive interrelationship (B: .29), Managing instruction
(B=.13), and Managing behaviors (B=.10), respectively. As shown in Table 3, the summary statistics of the
estimated regression equation showed the variables for which the coefficients are statistically significant

For the independent variables of classroom management practices, the results of data analysis showed
that only four out of five predictor variables were significantly correlated (p<.01) and thus included in the
regression model. This means that only four of these predictor variables are the factors of school facilitators.
Table 3 shows the regression analysis results obtained. In conclusion, the four variables accounted for 79.6
percent of variation in the dependent variable. The following multivariate linear regression model shows
the relationship between the predictor variables on the dependent variable. The following multiple linear
regression model shows the relationship between the predictor variables on the dependent

Discussion

This study was conducted to examine teachers’ practice of classroom management. The result
revealed that the teachers were rated high in the frequency of implementation of the five components of
classroom management. Thus, the results indicated that the highest level of average value was setting up
rules and procedures which means that the school administrators and teachers were emphasized on setting
up regulation for conducting conducive to teaching and learning (Emmer et al., 2003). Furthermore, the
results indicated that the components of school facilities were high especially the School facilities are
related to student learning. This finding was in line with the result of research conducted by Sulisworo et
al. (2017). This research showed that managing behavior is the key to creating conducive place to teaching
and learning. As the learning climate occurring, the meaningful learning will take place during the students
and teachers agree to add and replace knowledge and information.

The results of the present study indicated that the correlation between school facilities and all five
components of classroom management was significant, positive, and strong. The evidence from this study
shows that teachers’ performance is related to their mindset to present and provide students with
meaningful learning process. Similarly, the positive relationship between school facilities and all five
components of classroom management emphasize the importance of teachers’ creative thinking practice
to their competencies in managing classroom. Among the five components of classroom management,
setting up rules and procedures was found to be the strongest related to school facilities. This result was

in line with Merchant et al. (2014) who found that teachers’ ability to obey procedure and rules needed to
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be included in teacher competence as well as being an important skills of the teaching and learning process
in order to promote and support teachers development.

In addition, the findings of this study indicated that setting up rules and procedures, building a positive
interrelationship, organizing physical environment, managing behaviors were the four significant predictors

for classroom management in managing school facilities.

Conclusions

This study concluded that all the components of classroom management and the overall average
mean score of school facilities were at high level. This indicated that the gap between what teachers can
do with all school facilities required a new development. This means that teachers needed to be upgraded
regarding perception that learning process does not need all learning equipment provided to take place. It
is rather to be more aware of that teachers are challenged to present creative ways to provide students
with the best quality of learning even though environment is less than effectiveness. Therefore, teachers
must be provided with professional development that is stimulating teachers to open up mindset and
becoming more creative. The independent variables of classroom management were significant, positive,
and very strongly correlated with all components of school facilities. The strongest strength was managing
instruction (r= 0.85; p<.00), followed by setting up rules and procedures (r=0.82; p<.00), organizing physical
environment (r=0.74; p<.03), Managing behaviors (r=0.71; p<.01), respectively. The only variable of building
a positive interrelationship with the weakest association strength (r=0.68; p<.00), but it still had a moderate
correlation. This means that instruction process was the most important that teacher must put a lot of
effort. However, the instruction nowadays is most likely shifting the role of teacher to become facilitator in
which guide students to develop their own potential and intelectual. In addition, the size of the
standardized coefficient (B) directly indicated the importance of these predictors relative to one another.
In this context, the Setting up rules and procedures (B=.46) was the most important predictor, followed by
Building a positive interrelationship (B=.29), Managing instruction (B=.13), and Managing behaviors (B=.10),
respectively. This means that the mindset of teachers tend to choose that setting up rules and procedures
will affect the learning process. One of teaching beliefs that they have is too conservative in which wishing

for the adequate and complete school facilities can be happened with the setting up rules and procedures.

Recommendations

From the findings of this study, the researchers recommend that teachers’ performance and beliefs
should affirm on the four significant predictors— setting up rules and procedures, building a positive
interrelationship, organizing physical environment, managing behaviors — so that teachers will be able to
manage classroom in an innovative way using proper school facilities. Therefore, teachers should apply
classroom management effectively and provide student with learning material and tools that are present

already in school not to ask for the best quality and complete one. Additionally, school administrators
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should recognize all the five components of classroom management appropriately which would result in
its student learning effectiveness. Hence, school administrator must have intention for teachers to open up
about learning process by providing them with professional development that stimulates teachers to

upgrade instruction and mindset.

Effects of Task Sequencing in the SSARC Model on EFL Student Lexical Complexity

Abstact

The purposes of the current study were 1) to investigate the effects of task sequencing in the SSARC
model on EFL students’ lexical diversity and 2) to investigate the effects of task sequencing in the SSARC
model on EFL students’ lexical sophistication. The participants were 90 English majored students in a
university in Thailand selected by the purposive sampling method. The participants were divided into 3
groups — the experimental group 1 performing tasks in the SSARC model, the experimental group 2
performing tasks in the reverse SSARC model, and a control group. The instruments were a set of writing
tests, tasks designed in the SSARC model, and a lexical complexity evaluation form. The statistics used in
data analysis were mean score, standard deviation, t-test, and one-way ANOVA. The results of the study
indicated that task sequencing could develop learners’ lexical complexity in written output production in
the lexical sophistication indicator while there is no significant difference between learners’ lexical diversity
before and after performing tasks in the SSARC model. The results of the study could be beneficial for
course designers in terms of task designing that could drive a more complex lexical output in learners’

written output production.

Introduction

Lexical complexity is one of the components contributing to the quality of output production. Leaners
with the capability to write and speak English using a variety of complex lexical units could be considered
to be at a high level of proficiency (Norris & Orterga, 2009). Moreover, the uses of lexical complexity in
language production are also a sign of language acquisition. Comparing to the processes of L1 language
acquisition, a child starts from acquiring basic words and develop their uses of lexical units throughout the
ages of their life. Eventually, an adult L1 could speak and write with more complex and sophisticated
vocabulary (Bui & Skehan, 2018). In other words, lexical diversity and lexical sophistication are two main
components leading to the state of lexical complexity (Malvern et’al, 2004). To explain learners need to
create output using diverse lexical units to increase their lexical complexity. For example, repetition of
vocabulary in a writing composition makes it tedious; therefore, the uses of synonyms, pronouns, and
replacing words would show vocabulary knowledge of writers and create cohesion in the composition
(Norris & Orterga, 2009). Moreover, the depth of vocabulary uses could also contribute to lexical complexity.

Nation (2001) classified vocabulary into 4 leagues according to the frequency of the words to be used in
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the real world. According to Morris and Cobb (2004), K1 and K2 refer to first and second one thousand
words in the General Service List (West, 1953). Another group consists of words in the Academic Word List
(AWL) (Coxhead, 2000), and the last category is words that do not belong to the three mentioned groups.
At this point, a piece of writing that has a greater proportion of K2 and AWL would be considered more
lexically sophisticated. It seems that lexical diversity and lexical sophistication could indicate both linguistic
ability and stage of language acquisition of an individual. However, these qualifications could not be simply
developed. Especially in the EFL context where learners face difficulties in learning English. According to
Webb (2007), learners need times and constant exposure to develop vocabulary knowledge. However, EFL
learners including those in Thailand seem not to be in a supportive environment as they rarely expose to
English outside classrooms (Kweon & Spolsky, 2019). Together with questionable teaching methods
practiced in the county (Kweon & Spolsky, 2019), it is not a surprise that EFL learners in Thailand have
problems in vocabulary knowledge in terms of both quality and quantity.One of the approaches in solving
problems in English language teaching is using tasks to generate an inductive learning environment and
assist learners to pass through authentic processes of language acquisition (Skehan, 2003). Task-based
Language Teaching (TBLT) was originated from such an idea, and it has played an important role in language
learning and teaching. One of the issues discussed in the area is how to benefit learners’ language skills
using task sequencing. According to Eliis (2003), task sequences should be designed to have tasks that are
sequenced in order of complexity. To explain, learners should start from the simplest task then move to a
task that is neither too easy nor too difficult than the previous one. By this principle, learners could use the
knowledge used in performing the first task, learn while performing the subsequent task, and eventually
develop their language skills. The idea of task sequencing led to solutions in solving language learning
problems including the use of vocabulary in language production.

Cognition hypothesis (Robinson, 2001a, 2001b, 2005, 2008, Robinson & Gilabert, 2007) is an idea of
task sequencing that impacts the area of TBLT. According to Robinson putting learners to pass through a
sequence of tasks at different levels of cognitive demand could drive learners to produce output that is
more complex in terms of both grammar and vocabulary. The author introduced the Triadic Componentail
Framework (TCF) to be a guideline for choosing task conditions to form task sequences consisting of tasks
with different cognitive demands. Robinson later introduced the SSARC model using the conditions in TCF
to from a sequence that could develop learners’ language skills. The current study utilized the principle of
the SSARC model in task sequencing design to develop Thai EFL learners’ lexical complexity in terms of
both lexical diversity and lexical sophistication. The purposes of the study were 1) to investigate the effects
of task sequencing in the SSARC model on EFL students’ lexical diversity and 2) to investigate the effects

of task sequencing in the SSARC model on EFL students’ lexical sophistication.
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Literature Review

Lexical Diversity and Lexical Sophistication in Written Output Production Lexical diversity and Lexical
Sophistication are two main components making the written output more complex. According to McNamara
et al 2010)and Skehan (2009), learners showing the uses of diverse and sophisticated vocabulary could be
considered to be in the more advanced stage of the language his/her is learning. In detail, lexical diversity
refers to the ability to create written output that consists of a variety of word choices (Yu, 2008). Lexical
diversity could be created by the uses of synonyms, substituted words, and pronouns. The quality could
be assessed by calculating the type/token ratio (TTR) and D-value which are the assessment that could
illustrate how diverse the learmers select vocabulary to produce written output (Skehan, 2009) Meanwhile,
learners also need to create written output using the vocabulary in the more sophisticated league to
illustrate how well he/she learns the skill (Norris & Orterga, 2009). The greater proportion of K2 and AWL
vocabulary could be an indicator showing that learners have rich vocabulary knowledge and could use it
to express their ideas in writing. The lexical sophistication could be measured by calculating the proportion
of K1, K2, AWL, and off-list vocabulary (West, 1953; Coxhead, 2000). Cognition Hypothesis and Lexical
Diversity and Lexical Sophistication in Writing
Cognition Hypothesis (Robinson, 2001a, 2001b, 2005, 2008, Robinson & Gilabert, 2007) was presented as a
task designing principle that utilizes the benefits of task cognitive demand to develop learners’ language
skills.According to the authors, the cognitive demand of tasks would drive learners to generate more working
memory in the processes of output production. By this principle, the learners would focus more attention
on the knowledge in the long term memory and create more accurate and complex written output. Robison
also presented the Triadic Componential Framework (TCF) as the guideline for task design. The task

conditions that could be used in the task design could be seen below.

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According to the figure, task conditions in the cognitive factor utilize the benefit of task cognitive demand
in learners’ skill development. Task conditions in the resource directing dimension are designed to put
learners through a sequence that starts from the less cognitive demanding one (e.g. - causal reasoning ) to
one that is more cognitive demanding (e.g. + causal reasoning). On the other hand, tasks in resource
dispersing dimension focus on the procedural factor of tasks (e.g. +/- planing time). According to Robinson,
task conditions in the resource directing dimension could drive learners to create more complex output in
terms of both grammar and vocabulary. The author later introduced the SSARC model as the guideline for
using task conditions in both dimensions to form a sequence that could develop learners to create more

accurate, complex, and fluent output.

Previous studies

Cognition Hypothesis (Robinson, 2001a, 2001b, 2005, 2008, Robinson & Gilabert, 2007) has played an
important role in the area of the TBLT. Scholars in the area adopt Robinson’s principle to design tasks in
their studies (E.G., Frear, & Bitchener; 2015, Kuiken & Vedder; 2008; Shajeri & Izadpanah, 2016; Kuiken &
Vedder, 2007; Révész, Kourtali, & Mazgutova, 2016). The results of the previous studies indicated the
positive effects of the SSARC model on learners’ lexical complexity in writing. For example, Frear & Bitchener
(2015) studied the effects of the cognition hypothesis on 34 L2 writers in New Zealand. The causal reasoning
condition in the resource directing dimension was selected. The result of the study indicated that the
participants created more complex written output in terms of lexical complexity performing the complex
task in the sequence. Likewise, Révész, Kourtali, & Mazgutova (2017) used the task structure condition in
resource dispersing dimension with 72 L2 students with different L1 backgrounds. The result of the study
indicated the significant difference between students performing different versions of tasks in the sequence.
Consequently, the Cognition hypothesis is a principle of task design that is promising in terms of developing
learners’ lexical complexity in written output production. The current study aimed to utilize the SSARC
model — a task designing principle in the cognition hypothesis to design a task sequence leading to the
development of Thai EFL learners’ lexical complexity in written output production. The research questions
were “what are the effects of task sequencing in the SSRAC model on EFL learners’ lexical diversity in
written output production?” and “what are the effects of task sequencing in the SSRAC model on EFL

learners’ lexical sophistication in written output production?”.

Methodology

The participants were 90 English majored students in a university in Thailand selected by the purposive
sampling method. They passed through stages of English learning in the general EFL context in Thailand
which means none of the participants were in bilingual schools or international programs. Therefore, despite
the fact that the sample size seemed small, the participants faced the common difficulties and should

represent the population of EFL learners. The participants were divided into 3 groups (30 each) - the
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experimental group 1 performing tasks in the SSARC model, the experimental group 2 performing tasks in

reverse the SSARC model, and the control group. The participants were treated anonymously.

Research instruments
Writing tests: Three writing tests were employed to assess the development of learners’ lexical
complexity in written output production. The writing test topics were “Reasons to Visit Thailand” for pretest,
“Best Tourist Attractions” for posttest, and “Best Tourist Attractions in Isan Region” for delayed posttest.
Tasks: The task sequence used in the current study was designed by the SSARC model. Therefore, 3
tasks were included in the sequence, and the conditions in the TCF were used to design each task. The
summary of task sequencing design could be seen below.

According to the table, -/+ causal reasoning in resource directing dimension and +/- task structures in
resource dispersing dimension were selected. Task 1 was designed to be the simplest one. Therefore, +
task structure and — causal reasoning were selected. The participants were asked to describe a picture of a
beautiful earden in this task, and they were given a guideline to complete the task. In task 2, the participants
still needed to describe a picture. A beautiful beach picture was given to the learners; however, this time
they had to describe it without task guidelines. In task 3, the participants were asked to write a persuasive
composition to convince people to visit Thailand. They were not given the task structure in this task.

The lexical complexity evaluation form: The lexical complexity evaluation form was used to assess
the participants’ lexical diversity and lexical sophistication. The lexical diversity was calculated by the type
per token ratio. The lexical sophistication (LPF) was calculated by the proportion of K1, K2, AWL, and off-
list vocabulary. The measurements were used in the studies in the TLBT area (e.g., Vasylets, Gilabert, &

Manchon, 2017). The formula used in calculating LPF could be seen below.
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Data analysis
The data were analyzed using mean score, standard deviation, t-test for dependent sample, and one-
way ANOVA. 30 percent of the data were also checked by a co-rater. Cronbach alpha coefficient was

employed to provide the reliability of the data.

Results

The effects of task sequencing in the SSARC model on EFL learners’ lexical diversity in written output
production

The data were gathered from the test scores prior, after, and 2 weeks after the participants perform
tasks. Learners’ lexical diversity in written output production was indicated by the ratio of types per tokens
of the written text. The result of the study could be seen below.

The results of the study showed that none of the students seemed to improve much quality of written
output production in terms of lexical diversity. The experimental group 1 students’ scores were 0.556 (S.D
= 0.116) in pretest, 0.566 (S.D = 0.072) in posttest, and 0.568 (5.0 = 0.053) in delayed posttest. Similarly,
the experimental group 2 students’scores were 0.562 (S.D = 0.137) in pretest, 0.565 (S.D = 0.096) in posttest,
and 0.564 (S.D = 0.058) in delayed posttest. Lastly, the control group 2 students’scores were 0.566 (S.D =
0.120) in pretest, 0.568 (S.D = 0.125) in posttest, and 0.559 (5.D = 0.119) in delayed posttest.

According to the table, there was no significant difference found between the participants’
performances in the pretest and posttest in experimental group 1 (p=0.318), experimental group 2 (p=0.466),
and control group (p=0.280). Likewise, there was also no significant difference found between the
participants’ performances in the pretest and delayed posttest in experimental group 1 (p=0.296),
experimental group 2 (p=0.465), and control group (p=0.127). It could be concluded that the task sequence
in the SSARC model did not affect the participants’ lexical complexity in written output production.The
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effects of task sequencing in the SSARC model on EFL learners’ lexical sophistication in written output
production Learners’ lexical sophistication in written output production was indicated by the LPF of the
written text. The LPF was calculated by the propotion of K1, K2 AWL, and off-list vocabulary. The result of
the study could be seen below.

The result of the study seemed to contradict to the performances of the participants in terms of lexical
diversity. The experimental group 1 students’ scores were 1.316 (5.D = 0.153) in pretest, 1.416 (S.D = 0.141)
in posttest, and 1.534 (S.D = 0.153) in delayed posttest. The experimental group 2 students’scores were
1.328 (S.D = 0.125) in pretest, 1.336 (S.D = 0.123) in posttest, and 1.332 (S.D = 0.142) in delayed posttest.
Lastly, the control group 2 students’ scores were 1.3201 (S.D = 0.153) in pretest,1.318 (S.D = 0.152) in
posttest, and 1.309 (S.D = 0.153) in delayed posttest.

The result of the study indicated the improvement of lexical sophistication in written output
production of the participants in the experimental group 1 who performed a task sequence in the SSARC
model. Comparing to the pretest, there were significant differences between the participants’ performances
both in the posttest (p=0.0005) and in the delayed posttest (p=0.000). Meanwhile, there was no significant
difference between the participants’ performances in pretest and posttest (p= 0.269) and delayed posttest
(p=0.387). In the control group, there were significant differences between the participants’ performances
in pretest and posttest (p=0.047), and pretest and delayed posttest (p=0.033). However, the students’
average scores reduced. Therefore, it could be summarized that only the task sequence in the SSARC
model positively affected the participants’ performances while the reverse SSARC model did not affect the

participants’ performances, and not doing any tasks negatively affected the participants’ performances.
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Moreover, comparative statistics between groups also indicated the positive effects of tasks in the
SSARC model on the improvement of lexical sophistication in written output production. In the pretest, the
participants started from the comparative ability as there was no significant difference between the
students’ performances. However, there were significant differences between the participants’ lexical
sophistication in written output production in the posttest (p=0.017) and delayed posttest (p=0.00). It could
be concluded that the participants in the experimental group 1 outperformed those in the experimental

group 2 and the control group.

Discussions & Conclusions

The results of the study indicated the different effects of the task sequencing in the SSARC model on
the participants’ lexical complexity in written output production. The model seemed to drive learners to
create more sophisticated lexical units in written output production while lexical diversity seemed not to
be affected. The results of the study led to the following discussion.

The effects of task sequencing in the SSARC model on learners’ lexical diversity

The study used types per tokens ratio (TTR) to be the indicator of lexical diversity. Therefore, learners
need to avoid using repeated vocabulary in order to boost up their TTR. The results of the study indicated
that the TTR of the participants’ written texts did not increase in any groups. It could be explained that
even though the participants were driven to create more diverse lexical units to complete the tasks, they
have limited vocabulary knowledge and could not use them. Therefore, the participants kept repeatedly
using words in their vocabulary sizes. According to Gonzalez (2013), vocabulary size is a major factor that
could indicate learners’ lexical diversity. Consequently, it could explain why the SSARC model failed to
drive learners to develop their lexical diversity in written output production. The results of the study went
along with the studies of Shajeri & Izadpanah (2016) Ishikawa, (2007), and Kuiken, Mos & Vedder (2005)
which also indicated non- significant differences between learners’ performances before and after
performing tasks in the cognition hypothesis.

The effects of task sequencing in the SSARC model on learners’ lexical sophistication

On the other hand, it seemed that the SSARC model could drive learners to create written output
with more lexical sophistication as there were significant differences between the participants’ LFP in
pretest, posttest, and delayed posttest. Even though the participants did create more diverse out put, task
conditions in the SSARC model could drive them to use more sophisticated groups of lexical units. The
results of the studies were related to Vasylets, Gilabert, & Manchon (2017), Frear, & Bitchener (2015), and
Kuiken & Vedder (2008) who found the benefit of task conditions in the cognition hypothesis in developing
learners’ choices of words in written output production.

In conclusion, the SSARC model is a principle of task sequencing design in the cognition hypothesis
(Robinson, 2001a, 2001b, 2005, 2008, Robinson & Gilabert, 2007) utilizing the cognitive demand of tasks to

benefit language learning. It was claimed that putting learners to task sequencing in the SSARC model could
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result in the development of lexical complexity in written output production. The results of the current
study partially supported Robinson’s idea of task sequencing as the SSARC model seemed to improve only
participants’ lexical sophistication, a component of lexical complexity. The results of the study could be
implicated in the pedagogical context as instructors should sequence tasks to be in an order of complexity
to let learners develop uses of vocabulary in their writing. However, there should also be prompts in classes
such as dictionaries or other vocabulary learning activities to help students with limited vocabulary size
develop their lexical diversity. The study could also be used in the academic area as it provided evidence

of the effects of the SSARC model in the processes of EFL learners’ writing development.
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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to: 1) study the effectiveness index (E.I.) of task-based learning (TBL)
activities for developing English reading comprehension abilities of Matthayomsueksa 3 (9" grade) students
2) compare the English reading comprehension abilities before and after learning by using task-based
learning activities 3) study the retention of Matthayomsueksa 3 students after learning by using task-based
learning activities. The target group is Matthayomsueksa 3 students at Rongkhamwittayanukul School, under
Roi Et Primary Educational Service Area Office 1, obtained through the purposive sampling technique, The
research instruments were: 1) English lesson plans; 2) English reading comprehension exercises; and 3)
pretest and posttest. The results reveal that: 1) the effectiveness index (E.I.) of using task-based learning
activities was positive interprets as the students developed at 0.51 or 51 percent, 2) the posttest score of
English reading comprehension was higher than pretest scores at the 0.05 level of significance; and 3) the

result of testing the retention after two weeks of learning was higher at the .05 level of significance.

Introduction

English is regarded as universal language and as a key tool accessing information to all people around
the world. Besides, currently world society is in the information age and technology is changing, including
education, economy, industry, science, and technology; thus, it becomes important to Thai society. As a
result, people have to use English language for constructing good relationship to all people in the other
countries in various ways. As known, The Thai Basic Education Core Curriculum A.D.2008 (B.E. 2551) requires
learners to have a good attitude to the English language, and be able to use English to communicate in
such situations as finding advanced knowledge for careers and having knowledge and understanding about
the diverse cultures of the world community, and being able to transfer the thought of Thai culture into
world society creatively (Ministry of Education 2008, p.221). Therefore, the approach to teaching
management should be consistent with the course objectives. Students should be able to use listening,
speaking, reading and writing, the four basic skills of English in real situations. The skills of reading and writing
are strongly related to each other. They are tools for achieving an effective written communication.
However, the reading skill is most important and is absolutely necessary for education. Reading can develop

life with fun and enjoyment and promote creativity. Besides, reading helps to develop various thinking skills
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(Phatip, 2006). Even though the reading skill is important, research studies related to reading English have
found that students’ reading achievement is very poor, and students still have reading problems (Visa,
2000). As for the teachers, many still teach reading using translation techniques and they are not using
teaching equipment or interesting materials in the process of reading. Students will take turns reading and
answering questions at the end of the chapter making them unable to comprehend or analyze readable
stories (Phachongkan (1997, p. 8). Moreover, most Thai learners are uninterested in reading English and lack
the motivation to study English. According to reading background and significance of learning English
problem as the mentioned earlier, there are many ways to solve reading comprehension problems, e.g.
Jigsaw cooperative learning, SQ4R technique, KWL Plus, and content-based instruction (Department of
Academic Affairs, 2002). However, Task-based learning is seen as one of the techniques to solve, or develop
reading problems. It is a teaching method in which learners learn English from actual practice and the
language use is close to real situations and also focuses on the meaning in the reading comprehension
rather than language form. When learning by using task-based learning (TBL) activities; learners 1) learn to
use language, 2) are more confident in practice which is related to real-life situations, 3) use language forms
correctly and also participate more in learning activities, and 4) use analytical thinking and the problem
solving from their practice that follows the teacher’s guidance (Ellis, 2003). Rongkhamwittayanukul School,
which is located in Ban Rongkham, Pa-Sang sub- district, Chaturaphakphiman District, Roi Et Province,
students under Rongkhamwittayanukul School have been studied English from Pratomsueksa 1 to
Matthayomsueksa 3. According to the report of Ordinary National Educational Test ( O- NET),
Matthayomsueksa 3 students at Rongkhamwittayanukul School had a low reading ability when considering
mean score and standard deviation (S.D.) level and was lower than the Roi Et Educational Area Office 1
level and national level. It was found that in the 2018 academic year in the 2017 academic year 24.66 and
in the 2016 academic year (National Institute of Educational Testing Service, 2019). Similarly, in the school
context, mean score and the standard deviation of the learers’ learning achievement of foreign language
was low as well (SAR 2019). The results of the two tests indicated that the students’ reading ability needed
to improve as well. Taking into account the related literature, school context, student reading problems
and the benefits of task-based learning, the researcher for the present study considers that task-based
learning activities will help students to improve reading comprehension abilities and the students will be
more confident in communicating with others. Moreover students will have fun and be challenged in the

learning process in the further.

Research Objectives

1. To study the effectiveness index (E.l.) of task-based learning activities (TBL) for developing English
reading comprehension abilities of Matthayomsueksa 3 (9th grade) students.

2.To compare the English reading comprehension abilities before and after using task-based learning

activities.
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3. To study the retention of Matthayomsueksa 3 students after learning by using task-based learning

activities.

Scope of the study
1. Research Target Group

1.1 The target group was the students for trying out of the research instruments to evaluate the
efficiency of using TBL via students’ English reading comprehension.The target group for trying out research
instruments was 13 Matthayomsueksa 3 (9™ grade) students at Bandongklang School, under Roi Et Primary
Educational Service Area Office 1, in the 1°' semester of academic year 2019.

1.2 The target group in the experiment to determine the efficiency of using TBL via students’ English
reading comprehension. The target group in this study consisted of 18 Matthayomsueksa 3 (9™ grade)
students at Rongkhamwitthayanukul School, under Roi Et Primary Educational Service Area Office 1, who
are studying in the 1" semester of academic year 2019, obtain through the purposive sampling technique.

2. Variables of the Study

Two main issues of variables in this study included: independent variable which was TBL; and
dependent variables which are English reading comprehension and the students’ retention after learning
by using TBL after two weeks.

3. Contents of the Study

The contents in this study were selected from various media based on interest and need. They

included: City life — country life, Brain drain, Tsunami- True story, Safe surfing and The Flying Dutchman.
4. Research Instruments

4.1 English reading texts The English reading texts which were selected from student’s books and
various media based on students’ interest and needs. The contents are suitable for students’ age which
related to the basic education core curriculum B.E. 2551 (A.D. 2008). The content consists of the specified
in English course E31101 of Matthayomsueksa 3 students which include; City life - Country life, Brain drain,
Tsunami-True story, Safe surfing, and The Flying Dutchman.

4.2 Lesson Plans The lesson plans containing five lessons plans were displayed the processes of
reading skill instruction together with using TBL which were constructed by the researcher then presented
to the spedialists in the field of English Language, Teaching English as Foreign Language related to Core
curriculum and instruction to examine and measure their correctness, appropriateness and relevance.

4.3 Pretest and Posttest The pretest and the posttest containing the 35 test items were constructed
for the students; English reading comprehension measurement and evaluation both before and after
learning by using TBL. The specialists in the field of English Language, Teaching English as Foreign Language
proved and examined the correctness, appropriateness, and relevance. After two weeks, the posttest has

been administered to define the students’ retention.
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5. Data Collection

5.1 The pretest step, the researcher measured the students' English reading for comprehension by
using the pretest which was based on the researcher constructed test. The duration for doing pretest lasted
for sixty minutes. After that, the students had completed doing the pretest; students corrected and took
note their scores.

5.2 The experiment step, the researcher instructed the students who took the fundamental English
subject (E 32101) in the first semester of academic year 2019 she used the English reading texts which were
based on the theme of the five topics in total; one topic was instructed for fifty minutes, lasting for three
periods per week. The learning processes were organized based on the lesson plans. The learning processes
were divided into three stages:

5.3 The posttest step, the researcher measured and evaluated the students' English reading for
comprehension by using TBL based on the research constructed test. The duration for doing posttest lasted
for sixty minutes. Then, the students completed the posttest, the researcher corrected and took note their
scores. The students' pretest and posttest scores were compared for finding the differences of the students'
learning efficiency before and after learning by using TBL via English reading for comprehension.

5.4 The retention step, the researcher measured and evaluated English reading comprehension
ability improvement by using TBL. The students did the posttest over again after two weeks. The retention

in learning is based on 70 percent criteria.

Conclusion

The study of the development of English reading comprehension ability by using TBL activity, it can
be concluded as follows: 1. The result of effectiveness index (E.I.) was positive interprets as the student
developed at 0.51 or 51 percentage.2. The result of the students’ posttest scores when they have learnt
by using TBL and the improved scores after the exam were at the .05 level of significance 3. The result of

testing the retention after two weeks of learning was higher at the .05 level of significance.

Discussion
1. The effectiveness index (E.I.) of using task-based learning activities was positive interprets as the

students developed at 0.51 or 51 percent. This indicates that the effectiveness of students' reading
comprehension after studied by using task-based learning (TBL) activities was higher because it helps to
enhance students' reading comprehension ability according to the hypothesis. The results are as follows:

1.1 Task-based learning (TBL) activities help learners to develop reading comprehension ability,
solving problems, practice thinking systematically and work together with an emphasis on learners.

1.2 The research instruments were based on theories of related literature review and they were
presented to the advisors, and the specialists in the related field also improve the weak points of the
pretest and posttest for trying out with the tryout of research instrument group and the target group.

2. English reading texts were selected based on the scholars’ theories and the Basic Educational Core
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Curriculum B.E.2551 (A.D. 2008).TBL focused on cooperative language learning, since it is an instructional
method gives the students’ chances to have meaningful interaction and they can also learn social skill
through cooperative learning (Richard and Rodgers, 2001). This is consistent with Wanpen, (2006) who has
studied the use of task-based learning to develop English writing ability of Mattayomsuksa 1 students at
Benchama Rach Rungsarit 4™ School in Chachoengsao Province and the results of her study indicated that
the English writing ability of Mattayomsuksa 1 students through task-based learning after the experiment
was significantly higher at the .01 level. Likewise, Suphannee (2014) has studies improving English reading
achievement through task-based reading activities model. The result of the research found that; 1) The
average score of formative test of the five lesson plans and the supplementary reading activities is 77.17
percent and the average score of summative test is 73.04 percent (77.17/73.04) which is higher than the
expected criterion; 2) The effectiveness of students’ reading ability after doing the activities is significantly
higher than that before studying the supplementary at the 0.05 level of significance, and 3) The students
retention on reading comprehension that were 70 percent. Similarly, Atchara and Thanachart (2017) studied
task-based learning focusing on daily news to promote English reading comprehension of eleventh grade
students and the findings of their studied revealed that the students’ English reading comprehension post-
test mean score was higher than the pre-test mean score at the 0.05 level of significance. The students’
English reading comprehension post-test mean score was higher than the criterion score of 60% at the 0.05
level of significance, and the students’ opinion towards learning English through task-based learning focusing
on daily news, as a whole, was agreed with this instruction.

3. The English reading texts were about the situation in the city and the countries’ daily life, brain
drain, Tsunami the natural disaster, how to surfing safely and the mystery of The flying Dutchman. The
variety of the activities types involve social science, technology, history helps students to have opportunity
to learn what they are interested and needs. Also, the students capitalize their previous knowledge about

the selected themes.

Recommendations
1.1 The target group consisted of Matthayomsueksa 3 (9" grade) students who had different knowledge
background as a result, they are not familiar with reading texts so this is hard for them to comprehend.
1.2 The present study was conducted in the first semester of the academic year 2019, and there were

many school activities in the duration of the data collection.

Abstract

The early risk warning system, including three subsystems: risk identification, early risk warning and risk
response, is considered as an efficient approach to identify, prevent, and resolve any risks found in the
International Capacity Cooperation (ICC) project. Based on the identification and possibilities of risk factors
in the ICC project, this paper developed an early risk warning indicator and an evaluation model for the ICC
project. As seen in the Xelanong 2 hydropower station in Laos, the country carried out early risk warning

system and put forward risk response measures according to the early warning results.
Keyword: The International Capacity Cooperation (ICC), risk identification, the Belt and Road initiative

Introduction

Each country involved in the BRI has distinctive environments, regulations, and conditions. These
factors tend to influence the international capacity cooperation. The risk factors that affect the ICC were
the followings: political risk, economic risk, cultural risk, and environmental risk (Farzin, 1998). The
quantitative data for developing risk indicator derived from the present study's findings. The gathered data
were reviewed by specialists, some of whom were from different disciplines, to verify if the data were
reliable. The obtained quantitative data were calculated to find an expected range where all risks can be
found (Xiao Limin, 2006). The risk indicator illustrated each risk factors, found in the ICC, and described the
degree levels of each in detail. Eventually, an early risk warning system was determined from the risk-
indicating system below. (Yang Wu, 2018).After the risk factors were found, they needed to be evaluated
each. Therefore, fuzzy mathematics was an essential mathematical tool for risk evaluation in the ICC (Song
Lin, 2017). This paper constructed a comprehensive risk evaluation model using the multi- objective
decision-making method. Risk indicator weights determination Because of the vagueness and complexity of
the ICC, the main factors analyzing method and the expert scoring method are combined to obtain the
early risk warning weight. First, use the expert scoring method to obtain the necessary range of weights, and
secondly, use the entropy weight method (EWM) to determine the final indicator weights. (1) The Expert
scoring Experts, related to the risk assessment and prediction in the ICC projects, were formed to conduct
a study to examine the relative importance of each risk factor in the ICC. (2) Entropy Weight Method
(EWM)The Entropy Weight Method is a method to give weight to indicators in an objective way. Using the

entropy weight method can avoid the deviation caused by subjective factors to a certain extent. There
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were six steps to determine the weights of risk indicators as follows: Construct a judgment matrix for each

expert and each risk category. If there were experts and b risk categories, the original matrix would be

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The weights of each type of projects in the ICC
The International Capacity Cooperation projects can be divided into domestic foreign-funded projects,
overseas aid projects, overseas investment projects, and overseas contracted projects. The aims of this
present study were mainly the latter three. Overseas aid projects, overseas investment projects, and
overseas contracted projects had all the risk factors listed above to a certain extent, but the weights of risk
factors in different projects were different. The government paid the price of overseas assistance projects
in a home country. When compared with the other projects, the economic risk was lower. The relatively
essential risk factor was the project management risk, while the overseas investment projects and overseas
contracted projects faced more of political risks, economic risks, and project financing risks (Guo Jianluan,

2017), so the weight of systemic risks of these projects should be set relatively high.

The Xelanong 2 hydropower station analysis

The overview of the Xelanong 2 Hydropower Project
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In August 2016, China Gezhouba Group Co., Ltd., and the Lao government formally signed the construction
agreement of the Xelanong 2 hydropower station project. This is the first hydropower project invested by
Gezhouba Group in Laos. The Xelanong 2 Hydropower Station is located in the upper reaches of the
Xelanong River, a secondary tributary of the Mekong River. This 55-meter-high dam is foreseen to generate
35 megawatts of power or 140,700 of electricity annually. It took 41 months in construction with the cost
up to 70 million US dollars. The project is a hydroelectric power station focusing on power generation. After
the project is completed, it will provide irrigation guarantee for residents on both sides of the river and
bring social and economic benefits to the local government and people.
Risk identification in the Xelanong 2 Hydropower Project

1. Political risk

Laos is a socialist country with low-security risks, social stability, and political stability. The main
political risk lies in the approval procedures during the construction of hydropower station; the approval
process took longer than expected. The low administrative efficiency of the Lao government combined
with creeping approval process increases the cost of foreign investment and project risks. The legal system
of Laos function tardily and is relatively imperfect. Therefore, It is difficult for the project to be exempted
or approved by the gsovernment.

2. Interest rate risk

The Lao Kip is considered to be a soft currency, and its circulation has certain limitations. In recent
years, due to the US dollar depreciation, the exchange rate of the Kip against the US dollar has shown an
upward trend. From a long-term perspective, the exchange rate risk of the Kip is relatively high; China
implements a floating exchange rate for the RMB. The exchange rate of the RMB against the US dollar is in
a moderate upward trend. It is believed that there is a more significant pressure for the RMB to appreciate.
Therefore, this project faces the risk of financial loss caused by currency exchange due to exchange rate
changes.

3. Operational risk

On the one hand, the impact of climate change causes Laos to face severe droughts, which affect
hydropower and other projects. Additionally, Laos also has to deal with an insufficient power generation
and a considerable project cost. This will reduce the Lao government's fiscal revenue and increase the Lao
government's default risk in debt funds. On the other hand, hydropower productivity has increased year by
year due to the accelerated development of hydropower resources. Even though there are high in the
number of electricity production, Laos lacks high-electricity-consuming industries. This results in short-term
imbalances in Laos' power supply, and of the mid-term, Laos faces risks in the marketing field.

4. Project management risk

The employees hired for the Xelanong 2 Hydropower project are from two countries; that is to say,

there are differences in labor cost, cultures, and whatnots. Besides, a communication problem between

the government, the Laos government, and the Chinese investor will cause the two parties to face huge
management risks. This leads to an irreparable loss of the China-Laos capacity cooperation.

6. Environmental risks

An environmental-friendly operation plays a crucial role in international cooperation. In establishing a
hydropower station, it needs quite several workforce and material resources. At the same time, the Lao
government also places importance on environment protection. Once the investor fails to meet the
environmental conservation standard, the project will be suspended on the spot.
The early risk warning system of the Xelanong 2 hydropower station
The Xelanong 2 hydropower station showed a different level of each risk, and the Entropy Weight Method
was employed to calculate the weights of each index, as seen in Table 2 below:

7. Data collection

The data was collected from the Xelanong 2 Hydropower Station based on the early risk warning
system of the project. The risk-rating data was issued by official agencies and relevant departments,
institutions in China and Laos. The data taken into consideration were Laos' politics, economy, ecology,
social and cultural environment, and economic environment as well as climate condition and corporate
cultures. The researcher analyzed changes and development of each factor during the investigation. The
adverse effects were predicted if the hydropower projects were studied using the Build— Operate-Transfer
(BOT) and the Engineering-Procurement-Construction (EPC) models, or other methods.

8. Early risk warning system analysis
The data collected from the Xelanong 2 hydropower project was used as a concept in developing an early
risk warning system. The numerical data were accurately calculated, and the before-and-after comparison
of the project was drawn to see the differences and development in the project.

9. Risk warning system

The Chinese investor set up risk response measures and responsive management based on various
signals reflected by risk warning indexes. Responsive measures include four categories: organizational
measures, technical measures, economic measures, and contract measures. The warning signals issued by
the risk warning indexes are controlled accordingly to reduce risks occurred in the project. An effective
organizational measure is an important means for companies to respond to early warning signals actively.
The investor can divide the risk-responding measures by formulating hierarchical measures. Responsive
measures can be divided into: If the early risk warning index has exceeded and reached a higher level for
three years, the project management department will propose a preliminary response plan to superiors.
The plan will be verified to see whether the plan should be formed If the early risk warning index has
exceeded and reached a higher level for two years, the project management department will adjust a plan

to solve the corresponding risks.

If the early risk warning index has exceeded and reached a higher level for one year, the project
management department has the authority to formulate a reparation plan. That is, eliminating risks,

monitoring the risks, and updating the data for better risk protection in the future.

Conclusion and Limitation

Nowadays, Chinese companies actively participate in the Belt and Road initiative and carry out
international cooperation in countries involved in the BRI, focusing on investing and infrastructure
contracting projects. Risks can inevitably occur anytime in international capacity cooperation. However, it is
possible to avoid risks through a risk indicating system, or an early risk warning system. This paper developed
a risk-indicating system and a risk evaluation model for the ICC projects, using the Xelanong 2 Hydropower
Station as an example. The limitation of this study was that the risks are different among different countries.
Further studies need to discuss different risks in a specific country. Besides, the early risk warning system
developed in this study mainly identifies some universal risk factors. The specific risk factors faced in other

projects have not been included and need to be accurately analyzed.
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Abstract

This research aimed to study the English language learning style level of undergraduate students at
Rajapruk University and compare the English language learning style level of undergraduate students at
Rajapruk University. The sample used in the research consisted of Rajapruk University students of the 2019
academic year under six faculties, selected through G*Power 3.1.9.2 sample size calculation program totally
120 students. The instrument used in the research was a quantitative research questionnaire and data were
analyzed by statistical method using frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Multivariate
Analysis of Variance (one-way MANOVA). The results of the research were as follows: The English language
learning style level of undergraduate students at Rajapruk University was rated at a high level (X = 3.84,
S.D. =.90) as a whole and when defined by English language learning styles, the results indicated that all
six styles were rated at a high level.The comparison of English language learning style level of undergraduate
students at Rajapruk University, classified by personal factors which was found that undergraduate students
with different faculties and university year levels, had overall statistical English language learning style
difference with significant level at .01 which undergraduate students in the Law Faculty and the fourth
year level had higher level usage of English language learning style as a whole and in all styles than students

in other groups.

Introduction

English is an internationally and officially communicative language in today's world society, learning a
foreign language is a paramount importance and need in everyday life of developing person to enhance
the ability and with a better vision of life and can also be in developing the country in terms of economy,
society, politics, technology, and education. As well as the opportunities that benefits those who can
communicate competently in English given that the use of English has become a prerequisite to achieve
educational, professional as well as target goals. (Komartat and Dechawong, 2016) Past educational
researches had found that the skills and capabilities of students were achieved only in quantitative results
rather than qualitatively achieved by the skills and abilities of students. The English proficiency level is still
low and problematic, based on the ability assessment in using English, whether in speaking, reading and
writing which the average of Thais was ranked at 53" of 80 countries around the world. (National Educational

Testing Institute, 2018).
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Thailand has therefore defined both government policy, the National 20 years Strategic Framework
(2017-2036) and the National Security Policy (2015-2021). The direction of the 12th National Economic, the
Social Development Plan (2017-2021) and the National Education Plan Direction (2017-2031) (Office of the
National Economic and Social Development Board: 2018) in focusing on improving the quality of education’s
policies to teach English by raising the level of English under various projects which are supported by the
government and agencies such as English boot camp, English for many projects in both public and private
training programs so that students can communicate using all four macro skills: listening, speaking, reading
and writing English effectively at all levels (Ministry of Education, 2017) for the preparation of English in
higher education or university, many strategies were aimed in studying to develop numbers of foreign
language teaching styles, especially English, by focusing on the development of curriculum issues, content,
educational environment and the use of technology media computer-assisted instruction in accordance
with Thailand policy 4.0 but themain point for the English learning process is developing learners to
participate and an outstanding role in the development of their own language. This important issue must
lead to practice during English language teaching. Teachers therefore have to constantly improvise
techniques and experiment teaching methods that have not been scientifically proven to yield positive
results. It can be said that the development of teaching and learning English and foreign language needs to
change the development directions by focusing more on students themselves (Munsakorn, 2010).

In addition, the past operations of Rajapruk University, there are still needs for systematic research on
English learning styles of undergraduate students in order to explain the English learning styles that are
suitable for university students. In this regard, the researcher believes that in the development of English
teaching to meet the students' ability and potential. This should focus on the learners' English learning
process (Cohen, 1990) or learning styles of learners before by studying the English language learning styles
which allow teachers to know and understand the characteristics and learners' English learning styles. It is
to be able to use educational results to improve and develop classroom activities, teaching techniques,
teaching materials assignments, the atmosphere, the environment, the media, as well as the change of
teaching methods in accordance with the learning style of the learners who were able to enhance the
effectiveness of learning English by considering the differences among individuals which make learners have
the ability of self-learning improvement and increase their capacity in their careers and entry into the ASEAN
community at presence (Arunruangwina, Sanguanphong and Wichiranon, 2013).

There are also scholars who studied learning strategies of students in order to succeed in learning in
various ways. As Block (1986) stated that students who choose the learning style that is right for themselves
tend to experience language learning success. Therefore, learning a language will be successful, learners
must have a learning style and a use of the learning style appropriately and consistently from the concept
of Oxford (1990) who stated that good learning styles and met their own needs. There was a correlation
between learning achievement in a second language, according to Oxford’s research (1989), stated that

language learning styles are a tool to encourage learners to be responsible for their own learning and to
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use different learning strategies and also Felder (1993) found that learning styles refered to the
characteristics and methods that each learner uses in learning, thinking, and problem solving. Each person's
learning style is different so learning is not the same. The study of the learning styles helps the instructors
to understand the differences of each learner, to learn the learning styles that each learner likes and has
the aptitude for using language which will enable foreign language teachers to organize activities to suit the
needs of the learners to make the student successful in their studies and lead to future careers upon
graduation (Phosuk, 2009). Rajapruk University is a higher education institution, established as a private
higher education institution. It is a new-age higher education institution that is committed to producing
talented graduates with knowledge, skills and expertise in each program. The university is producing good
people, morality and ethics and being able to live in the society happily. However, based on the past
research indicated that the majority of English student’s proficiency has remained low grade (C level).
(Sitanont, 2010). It was also indicated that systematic research into the learning style of undergraduate
English classes was needed to describe the appropriate English learning style for the university's students.
For decades now, it has been a challenge for developing English teaching to meet the skills and potential
of the learners and should focus on the learners' English learning process (Cohen, 1990).The English learning
styles should be emphasized as an interesting way to understand the characteristics and styles of English
learning. The results of the study can be used to improve and develop classroom activities, teaching
techniques, teaching materials assicnments, working atmosphere, learning environment and adaptation of
teaching methods in line with the learning style of the learners which is believed to be able to enhance
the effectiveness of learning English by considering the differences between individuals in making learners
to have the ability to improve self- learning and increase their capacity to pursue careers and entry the
ASEAN ( Association of South East Asian Nations). English language is used to communicate today.
(Arunruangwina, Sanguanphong and Wichiranon, 2013)

Based on the aforementioned above, the researcher, as an English teacher, deems that it is necessary
to conduct research studies on English learning styles of undergraduate students in Rajapruk University in
order to analyze the learning styles in English and compare the level of differences in gender, faculties and
university year levels in learning English which will lead to basic information on developing an appropriate
English learning style and it is a guideline for English language preparation of Rajapruk University in achieving

better results further.

Research Objectives
1. To study the English language learning style level of undergraduate students at Rajapruk University.
2. To compare the English language learning style level of undergraduate students at Rajapruk

University.
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Research Methodology

This research was conducted through a quantitative research which research methods were as follows.

1. Population and Sample Groups. The population in this research were students at Rajapruk University,
Nonthaburi, in 2019 of academic year. The student status consisted of six faculties: 1) Faculty of Business
Administration, 2) Faculty of Accounting, 3) Faculty of Law, 4) Faculty of Communication Arts, 5) Faculty of
Science and Public Health and 6) Faculty of Liberal Arts, totally 2,231 students. The sample group in this
study were students of Rajapruk University, Nonthaburi, in the academic year 2019, having student status
of six faculties, totally 120 students which was calculated by the G * Power sample calculation program by
assigning; Number of groups = 4, Response variables = 6, Effect size = .068 and the tolerance is equal to
.05 at the 95% confidence level (Faul, Erdfelder, Lang and Buchner, 2009)

2. Research Instrument.

2.1 Research General Characteristic. The general characteristic of the research instrument was a
quantitative questionnaire which was divided into 2 parts with the details of each part as follows.

Part 1, it was a questionnaire about general information of the respondents, consisted of three
items: 1) gender 2) faculty and 3) year level which was a check-list questionnaire.

Part 2, it was a wide range questionnaire about six of English learning styles of undergraduate
students at Rajapruk University, Nonthaburi: 1) competitive learning style 2) collaborative learning style, 3)
avoidant learning style, 4) participative learning style, 5) dependent learning style and 6) independent
learning style by using Likert’s 5 rating scale questionnaire.

2.2 Instrument Processes. The instrument processes were; 1) studying relevant concepts and
theories, 2) synthesize definitions and meanings, 3) synthesize measurement components and 4) perform
integrations of definitions and questions.

2.3 Instrument Quality Method. Instrument quality method was carried out in two steps as follows:

1) Assessing the consistency of the question items by having five experts in checking the
consistency of the question items.

2) Experiment the instrument to analyze the sentiment of the entire research instrument with
alpha coefficient by accepting overall confidence value of 0.80 or more and accepting an item confidence
value of 0.20 or more. The confidence value of this instrument was found of .99.

2.4 Data collection. The researcher appointed one research assistant to collect and analyze the
data. The research assistant collected the data from the research samples by himself.

2.5 Data Analysis and Statistics Used. The research data were analyzed by using computer programs
for data processing and analysis which are statistical packages for social science research and data analyzing
procedure were: 1) the researcher divides the grade level from the number of layers into five layers (scores
from 1 to 5) in which each grade of the inter-level grade is equal to .80, as the criterion in dividing each

grade level scores.
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Results

1. The level of using English learning styles of undergraduate students at Rajapruk University were
analyzed and classified in all six aspects of English learning styles which can be concluded that student’s
English learning style was rated at a high level with an average of 3.84 as a whole. Considering in each
aspect, it was shown that all six aspects were rated at a high level difference from high to low: independent
learning style with an average of 3.89, followed by competitive learning style with an average of 3.88,
participative learning style with an average of 3.87, avoidant learning style with an average of 3.83,
collaborative learning style with an average of 3.82 and independent learning style with an average of 3.76
as shown in Table 3 as follows:

The results from this analysis of the English learning style indicated that the highest mean score was
dependent learning style and the lowest was independent learning style.

2. The comparison of English learning style classified by personal factors of undergraduate students
at Rajapruk University can be summarized as follows:

2.1 The comparison of English learning style classified by gender indicated that undergraduate
students at Rajapruk University with different gender was not statistically significant difference at .05 level
in overall and in all aspects as shown in Table 4 below.

2.2 The comparison of English learning style classified by faculties indicated that undergraduate
students at Rajapruk University with different faculties was significant difference at .01 level. The students
in Faculty of Law had overall English learning style usage higher than students in Faculty of Accounting,
Faculty of Business Administration, Faculty of Communication Arts. Faculty of Science and Public Health,
and Faculty of Liberal Arts with statistically significant difference at .01 level as shown in Table 5 below.

2.3 The comparison of English learning style classified by university year levels indicated that
undergraduate students with different university year levels was statistically significant difference at .01
level. Considering in each aspect, it was indicated that students with different university year levels was
significant difference in the competitive learning style and in the collaborative learning style at .01 level.
The fourth year students were statistical higher English learning style usage than the second year students
at the level of .01. However, there were no statistical differences found in the avoidant, participative,

dependent and independent learning styles as in Table 6 below:

Discussion

From the results of the research, it was indicated that the level of English learning styles of
undergraduate students at Rajapruk University was rated at a high level as a whole and classified according
to English learning styles of all six types of students’ usage, the average value was also rated at a high level.
This is because undergraduate students at Rajapruk University used English each learning style is diverse by
ensuring that they are able to study the content in important subjects and satisfied to listen and follow
their friends. They like to share opinions as a small group activity with other students, including trying to
attend as much as possible due to the belief that studying English is still important to compete with others.
However, students themselves believe that the teachers should determine what they want from students
due to the opinion that the teachers can decide the students to choose what they should study the best
which the results of English learning styles usage of undergraduate students at Rajapruk University and in
all aspects were rated at a high level. The research results were found in line with the findings of Wandee
Wongratana and Kulrudee Jittayabant (Wongrattana and Jittiyanun, 2019) which found that students can
learn English in which teachers give teaching points clearly and summarize the teaching content like
attending class, working and classroom activities with friends as a group rather than working alone. The
students would like to cooperate with teachers, but they rarely show their knowledge and skills fully like

working and classroom activities with friends as a group rather than working alone.
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Based on the findings, it revealed that the undergraduate students at Rajapruk University were different
faculties, the use of English language learning style was statistically significant difference at .01 level. It may
be due to the fact that the faculties of the undergraduate students of Rajapruk University have different
plans and guidelines of the English language learning for the students in each program. It was in line with
the findings of Natthaninuch Munsakorn (Munsakorn, 2010) who researched different backgrounds of
students and styles of English learning from Bangkok University students, the results showed that students
with different faculties were statistically significant difference in English learning styles at .05 level.

According to the research: students who were different university year levels, English learning style
usage had statistically significant differences at .01 level as a whole. This was because the students with
upper university year levels were enthusiastic to learn and self-thinking including participation in building
confidence in the ability to work more independently and notived the needs for learning English in leading
to the creation of success in the future career after graduation. This was different from lower levels students
who lack awareness and foresee the necessity of studying English that will affect themselves after
graduation. The results of the students with different university year levels had English learning style
differences at .01 level as a whole. The findings were consistent with the research results of Arunee
Arunruang, Wina Sanguapong and Songsiri Wichiranon, Arunruangwina, Sanguanphong and Wichiranon,
(2013) who researched the learning styles of English students of the Faculty of Liberal Arts, Rajamangala
University of Technology Phra Nakhon which found that undergraduate students with different university

year levels had significant difference of English learning styles usage.

Suggestions

The research revealed that the independent English learning styles had the lowest mean scores which
indicated that undergraduate students with different faculties and different university year levels was
statistically significant difference. Therefore, Rajapruk University should learn the needs of the learners in
order to choose a suitable learning style in order to meet the needs of learners with different faculties and
university year levesl of study. The learners who are affiliated with different faculties and university year
levels will inevitably have different needs for learning English. Rajapruk University should select a
dependent learning style to apply in teaching in order to meet the students’ needs. The participative
learning style which students can interact with friends and instructors with active learning by emphasizing
that the instructor must conduct teaching-oriented learning, active in teaching and learning in the form of
discussion activities that encourage learners to use language in all skills for students in order to be successful
in learning English. The students’ expectation from university can be able to communicate in English

effectively and will lead to further development of students in English learning styles in the future.
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Abstract

The Buddhist monks have special rules which have more provisions than the rules used with ordinary
persons. Buddhist monks shall comply with the Doctrine and the Discipline. Furthermore, Buddhist monks

shallbe under the country laws. In caseBuddhist monks are alleged that they commit criminal offence, they
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will be under important process which is different from alleged offenders or general accused person,as
Buddhist monks who are alleged of committing offence will not be brought to be put in jail or prison while
the Buddhist monk is still in monkhood or wears yellow robe. There fore , in section 29 of Sangha Act
B.E.2505 ,amended by the Sangha Act (No 2) B.E.2535,investigator is given with authority to manage for
Buddhist monks who are arrested because of allegation of committing criminal offense to quit from
monkhood. However,in this case,such Buddhist monk is only alleged committing offence,there is no
appearance of judgment of justice court and decision of the ruling Sangha,then such Buddhist monk is
deemed that he is still an innocent person. The fact that the investigator or public prosecutor has authority
to manage for that monk to quit from monkhood is equal to decision that such monk commits offence
actually as alleged. The step is considered as practice that is severely not fair to Buddhist monk who
practices well correctly. It is also contrary to the Constitution of The kingdom of Thailand which prescribed
and that it would protect alleged offender ,or accused person in criminal cases that there should be
presumption that the person does not have offence.Before the court judeed that the case came to the
end,that person would not be treated as if he committed offence.When compared committing offence
against the Discipline,found that severity of offence committing could the be divided in to two types,
including offence of grave sin and offence which is not grave sin.Offence of grave sin is considered as severe
offence as per Buddhism. If any Buddhist monk breaches such provisions, he shall quit from monkhood
immediately. Therefor,the researcher recommended for improving and modifying Section 29 ,by adding
clear criteria and detail and corresponding to the Discipline on granting of authority to investigators and
public prosecutors to enforce Buddhist monks to quit from monkhood. The writer recommended that
investigators and public prosecutors or other relevant officers should be given with additional knowledge
in the Discipline so that they had correct and properunderstanding about treatment towards Buddhist
monks who were alleged that they committed criminal offence.
