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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study 1) academic affairs administration, 2) student learing in
21st century, and 3) academic administration affected the student learning in 21st century as perceived by
teacher under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 34. The samples were 307 teachers in Chiang
Mai, under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 34. The research instrument was a five-level rating
scale questionnaire. The statistics used for data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, and standard
deviation, and Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis.

The research findings revealed as follows:

1. The academic affairs administration as perceived by teacher under the Secondary
Educational Service Area Office 34 as a whole was at high level.

2. The student learning in 21st century as perceived by teacher under the Secondary
Educational Service area Office 34 as a whole was at high level.

3. The academic affairs administration affected the student learning in 21st century of schools

under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 34, as a whole, 0.05 level at statistical significance
