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Abstract

Critical  language awareness plays important role in assisting language learners to
understand and consider language information before putting into practice, reflecting behavior
through language influence. Therefore in Thai language class, it is necessary to develop critical
language awareness in students and the instructional approach which is suitable for developing
critical language awareness is critical reading learning. This article presents the principles and
procedures for critical reading learning which enables critical language awareness, the instructional
approach for critical language awareness can be summarized as follows; The principles of leamning
process consist of 1) Read text and understand the content as well as identify the attitude or
perspective of the author from their own point of view. 2) clearly understand vocabulary and
language usage in order to express key concepts conveyed by the author 3) Readers critically
respond to language usage and perspectives of the author in text. 4) Readers interpret text from
new perspective and explain behaviors from content in the text. There are 6 steps in learning
process 1) Explore text 2) Identify problem 3) Analyze behaviour to explain 4) Check and evaluate
argument 5) Understand and create key concept 6) Reflect thoughts in text From the studies, it is
found that critical reading learning can promote critical language awareness in all subcategories for

learnign ability.
