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The Effects of Collaborative Creative Art Activities with Riddles on
Preschool Children’s Reading and Writing Abilities,
Thappharat School, Chainat Province.
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Abstract

This research aimed to: 1) examine the relationship between reading and writing
abilities, and 2) compare the reading and writing abilities of early childhood children before
and after participating in collaborative creative art activities with riddles. The population
consisted of 15 kindergarten level 3 students, aged 5-6 years, enrolled in the first semester of
the 2024 academic year at Theparat School, Chainat Province. The study employed a quasi-
experimental one-group pretest-posttest design. The research instruments included 24 lesson
plans for collaborative creative art activities with riddles, with a content validity index (CVI)
ranging from 0.67 to 1.00. The research findings were as follows 1) The reading and writing
abilities preschool children’s before and after participating in the cooperative creative art
activities integrated with riddles were significantly correlated both overall and across specific
aspects at the .05 level of statistical significance. 2) The language abilities of preschool

children’s after participating in the creative art activities integrated with riddles were higher

than before the activities, both overall and in specific aspects.
