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Abstract

For the curriculum evaluation of Bachelor degree of Education on Teaching Chinese as
Foreign language major in Faculty of Education, Silpakorn University, it aimed to 1) evaluate
Bachelor degree of Education curriculum focusing on Teaching Chinese as Foreign language
major (the Edition of B.E. 2556). It was included the context, input, process, and product, 2) to
study the problems and guidelines for curriculum development of Bachelor degree of Education
curriculum focusing on Teaching Chinese as Foreign language maijor (the Edition of B.E. 2556)

Data collection was collected from 117 subjects who were 100 students from freshmen,
sophomores, and juniors, 10 peoples who were instructors and experts, and 7 people who were
Faculty of Education dean, deputy dean, program chairperson, and program administrative board.
The instructors’ opinions about the current curriculum interview forms, students’ opinions questionnaires
toward curriculum were research instrument. Moreover, there were more interview form forFaculty
of Education dean, deputy dean, program chairperson, and program administrative board. Means
and standard deviation were analyzed and follow up with content analysis.

The results were followed as

1. The evaluation of input, process, and product on Bachelor degree of Education curriculum
focusing on Teaching Chinese as Foreign language major (the Edition of B.E. 2556) were at high level.
However, there were some suggestions from the study that practical activities with native speakers
should be provided increasingly. Moreover, the faculty should set the Chinese room for being convenience
instructors and students. Besides this, it should offer the field trip for real experience.While the high
education cost, it should be prepared the place, materials or other supports.

2. The problems and guidelines for curriculum developments were considered on 44
aspects which were 1) context or “C” 2) input or “I” 3) processor “PC” and 4) product or “PD”. In
conclusion, this curriculum was reached the quality or providing products according to the objectives at

high level and ought to continue operation with some aspects development for the higher quality
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
