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The governmental agencies have had policies of a country development by implementing
strategies focusing on human development. The primary key, therefore, is an affective development in
order to improve humans to be a learning center. Similarly, the educational agencies concentrate
on an importance of an affective development because it is a basic factor which promotes learners
to achieve both learning and community living. Currently there are numerous people who are
interested in a teaching development as an innovation, especially on methods in the affective
domain which are vital to promote and to create a better learning. Thus, the educator examined
five important principals as follows: 1) receiving or attention 2) responding 3) valuing 4) organization
and 5) characterization by a value. An appropriate integration of methods in the affective domain
can be applied to teach for all subjects because these methods are able to monitor learners’ good

learning manners and appropriate learning behavior adaptation.
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
